Oct. 13. deci
sion waq, rendered by Judge Sawyer in
the United States Circuit Co art today
upon two test cases under the recent
Chinese exclusion act. The court
affirms t' e constitutionality Of the act
and holds that all the Chinese now in
the harbor,, as well as those now on
their way here from China, mast be
sent back, r

It is estimated that this decision
will affect about 33,000 Chinese, as
there are over 80.000 return certificates
still outstanding, snn it is osnevea
there are now about 3,000 Chinamen in
their native country who had lived
here before the restriction act Was
passed, ana w&O before the passage of
the exclusion bill wonld be entitled to
enter this country under the claim of
being prior residents.

About six hundred Chinese have ar
rived in this port since the approval of
tne exclusion act. ana aoout seven
hundred others are now on the way
from China. The decision of the court.
which i very leuKthy. xieclajres that
the language of the act is clear
and exact and capable-- of: bearing
but one construction, it began, to
operate tha moment It was approved
ey tne President, ana tnougn me pe
titioners la these cases were upon the1

high seas at the time the act was ap
proved, it nevertheless operates upon
them. The court farther declares
there is no specific contract between
the United States government and in
dividual, Chinese laborers, by which
the latter shosld be entitled toreturn
to this country alter once departing
from It. Tha retarn certificate U not
a contract but . only an Instrument of
evidence to distinguish the identity of
the party already entitled to entertain
privileges tinder the compact between
the United States ana-- the Chinese
government. Between the two gov
ernments treaties. like other laws. con.
fer rights and privileges .as. long as
they are in force, ana tne court aoias
that the rlfat of Congress tfrleflBlate
in such manner as to coBtroJ and re-

peal the stipulations of treaties has
been clearly recognized." An act of
Congress upon the abject veithia Its
legislative .power is as oinamg upon
the courts as A. treaty on the same
subject. .Both are binding, except as
the latter - conflicts or interferes with
the former. ... ,

Upon the other point urged by coun
sel for the Chinese, that the exclusion
act is unconstitutional on account of
its being an tx post facto law, the court
says: .

We dovnotl find: anv element of an ex post
facto law in the act now in question. There
is notning in tne nature or an onense in a
Chinamals departare ffoig the country.
Bud his departure is'ntade fto offense, and
there is nothing in the way Of punishment
or of penalty imposed by the act for having
departed from the country. In providingn the interest ot the people of the United
States that be shall not retain, thero is
trirailT a repeal by Coatrress of. a prior law
found in the stipulations of the treaty with
China.

At 9 o'clock, Blaine and Gen-
eral Hovey held a puSlic reception at
the Windsor Hotel, around which
several thousand people gathered.
After shaking1 bands for an hour,
Blaine thanked the assemblage tor the
eordial wrfcotne extended to General
Hovey and himself - and returned to

Culberson's resi-
dence, where be received many Callers
during the day. Notwithstanding the
unfavorable condition ot the streets, the
parade In the afternoon Was declared by
citizens to be the largest and most Im-

posing in the city; Blaine reviewed
the procession from the balcony ol
the tCuloerson residence. General
Hovey and Corporal Tanner reviewed
them coming down town.

Npeeetie by Indians. Newspaper
Consolidations, etc.

Washington, Oct. lo. The . Slout
chiefs appeared at the Interior De
partment today. H cretary Vilas as-

sured them be was glad to see them,
and requested that they proceed to
sUte their objections tothe new Sioux
reservation.

John grass said i

The fint thing I want to mention is the
treaty of 1868, and I ask you to promptlymeet the obligations of that treaty. Pay us
whatever riifhtly ltelongs to us, and then
consider the Black liiils treaty of iH'ii.
Why ts it that we are not paid what is due
us under these treaties?

Grass produced a reserv ation map of Da
kota and, pointing out the Sioux reserva-
tion, said: "Its western bounlary line
should be a long way west from the present
location. We want $1.23 per acre, just what
the government sell its land. Tor. we sis
11a harry to dispose 01 our lands. By the
treaty or 1968 you pro-rais- n us scnoois ana
teachers for twenty years and these twenty
years nave gone by ana we nave naa
schools only within the last ten years."

He stated that all the lands of the reser-
vation should be classed as grazing lands
thus enabling those entitled to lffo acres to
get it He said instead of a family gettingdouble the amount of land given to tho
women and children, the latter ought to
have fully as much or more than their
fathers. The old men would soon die, and
therefore, did not need so much land, but
the young ones had their way to make and
would need all they could get, and then he
wanted it understood that when the young
married, the woman should not lose her
land.

Mad Bear spoke of the failure of the gov-
ernment to keep the treaties of lsSCi and
lb76. and asked how they should be ex-

pected to enter into still another agreement
when the old ones had never been fulfilled

White Ghost and Drifting Goose, both of
Crow Creek, made long speeches in oppo-
sition to the bill, and stated that the
measure had been adopt d to frighten the
Indians into signing. Members of the Com-

When the Indians finished the Secretary
