On March 3 1852 less than five

years after the arrival in Salt Lake
valley of the Mormon Pioneers the
Governor and ILegislative Assembly
of the Territory of Utah petitioned
Congress to provide for the estab-

lishment of a national railroad fiom
some eligible point on the Mississippi

if or Missouri river to San Diego San
Francisco Sacramento or Astoria or
such other point on or near the Pa-

cific coast as the wisdom of your
honorable body may dictate Al
the same session of the ILegislature
n memorial was adopted asking Con-

gressI to establish a telegraph line
across the continent-

In December 1853 Governor
Young submitted to the Legislature
n message in which were given rea
sons why a railroad across the conti-

nent ought to be built md urging

that interest in the subject be not
permitted to flag Within a few

weeks otter the delivery of hihllme
rage i great miss meeting tins
city adopted a memorial asking
Congress to builllI the road

The agitation continued until
1862 in which year Congress pis-
seds md President Lincoln sgncd
the Pacific railroad act which was
supplemented by the act of 1861 ex
tending further government aid and
encouragement to the enterprise

9 On May 10 1869 the list spike
was driven which united in a con
linuous iron bind from the Missouri
to the Pacific the Union and Cen-
tral Pacific railroads

The completion ol the transcont-
inental railroad made it imperatively
necessary that a road extending to
this city should be constructed im-

mediately md the Utah Central
Railroad company was organized
for this purpose March 8th 1869
by Picsident Brigham Young and a
number of other prominent citizens-
of Utah Ground was broken for
this road on May 17 1869 just one
week after the drIVing the last spike-
of the transcontinental line Work-
on the road between Ogden md
Salt ILake was pushed with great
igor md on Jan 10 1870 an as-

semblage of is ooo people witnessed
the arrival of the iron horse at the
depot in Salt Lake City

This event waS celebrated with
great enthusiasm and in m elaborate
manner There were present at the
depot President Brigham Young
anti a large number of prominent
citizens of the Territory together
with leading official ol the
Union Pacific and Central Pacific
railroads Exercises were held
which included music md a
salute of thirty one guns one for
each mile of the road mil a dedi-

cator prayer which was offered by
Elder Willord Woodruff followed
by a number of speeches

Public traffic over the Utah Cen
tral the road from Ogden to Silt
lake City was begun on the day
on which the foregoing celebration-
WaS Iheld Presulenl Brigham
Young was president of the company
and Ins son Joseph A Young was
buperintcndcntt of the road

For the purpose of building a line
that should extend southward from
Salt ILake City the Utah Southern
Railroad company was organized
January 17th 1871 principally by
the Mime men who had orgimzed I

the Utah Central On the tint of
May following work was begun on
the southern road mil the line w is
extended to different towns from
time to time until it reached Juab
toy miles from Salt ILake City June
15th 1879

For the purpose of building a sec-
ond line running south Irom Juab
the Utah Southern Kulioid Exten-
sion company was organized Jan-
uary u ih 1879 several prominent
Mockholdcrs and officials of the
Union Picilic being associated is
incorporators w ith n number of the
men who had taken part in the or-
ganization of the two other road

Southern and the Utnh Southern
extension were consolidated under
the name of the Utah Central Rail
road company Judy ist 1881 Sid-

ney Dillun Jay Gould and other
magnates of the Union Pacific being

There waS now a continuous line
ofru cd extending from Ogden to
Frisco a distance of 280 miles a
condition which enormously itig
mented and developed the northern
and central counties of the state A-

fete venn after the consohditlon the
Utah Central was absorbed lij the
Union Pacific and ceased to he con-
trolled by citizens of this State
It was another example ol the bj

By means not necessary to be de-
tailed in this article the Utah North-
ern and the Utah Central became
parts of the Oregon Short Line tys
tern which was sold a few months
ago at a chancer sale md they ire
now known as branches of the Ore-
gon Short Line-

In ibSi three local railway cor-
porations consolidated and organized
under the laws of Utah as the Den-
ver iV Rio Grande Western Railway
company This company at once
proceeded to construct a road from
Ogden to Grand Jfunction near the
Colorado line ml within the litter
stilt distance of 36 smiles IHere-
it joined the Denver IRio Grande
completing a through route to Den-
ver Later it constructed several
branches in Utah one extending to
Bingham mother to Alta another
to Ipleasant valley and another into
Smpcte valley which last year was
pushed southward into Sevier
valley Great business ability
mil enterprise nave characterized
the management of the Denver IS
Rio Grande Westcrt system mil it
has been very successful fin inci illy

In 18i was begun the construc-
tion of a railroad designed to trav-
erse loocle county ind pass through
the IDeep creek mining country into
Nevada Itwis called the Utah 6
Nevada railway and Us chief pro
moter was John W Young it was
built as fir is Stockton Iloclc
county in 1873 which place has re-

mained its terminus ever since-

In 1892 the Salt LakeI and ILos
Angeles railroad waR built from this
city to Siltur the famous bulling
resort whose magnificent buildings-
were constructed that year it was
the original intention to push this
road on through the Deep Creek
country and the state of Nevada to
I103 Angeles Cd but not much in-
