THE IVORY TRADKK.

FACTS GLEANED DY AN AMERICAN
CONSUL IN ENGLAND,

Consul Webstler, in a report on the
Bhidcdileld cutlery trade, pives gome cur-
jous facts regarding the tiade in ivory,
[Lappears that greal tusks of ivory oc-
casionally come to England from  Si-
beria, bot as these have becn lving ex-
poscd for centurler, and probably for
muny thovsands ot years, and often
burid in ice, the “uature” has gone
out of them and Lhey are not tit for the
cutler's use. The teeih ol the walrus
amd hippopotamus are used in cousid-
crable quantity, aud being of suitable
size, are used whole for making ex-
pevsive nnd carved handles. Ivory of
the best qnality comes fromn the west
const of Africa under ibke names of
Cameroon, Angola and Gaboon jvory.
This is brought down from the inter-
icr, and retains a larger proportion of
the ““fat’ or gelutine, from the fact,

srobat:ly, that It is  more .recn.ut.—
y from the animal. In this
viate [t ia  callvd “green’ Ivory.
It is more  ftransihicent and

notso white as the Egyprian and other
kinds, culled **white' Ivory, that have
been I_viu;: a longer time aud in & more
sandy region and exposed to the heat of
tl:e sun until ‘the animal matter bas
dissppearcd, The txu.ll( nce of the
“oreen’ ivory coonsists in ils %rento
toughness and in its growiog whiter by
are instead of yellow, as is the case
with the whi“er varieties. Yet buy ers
of cutlery, throustrignorance of these
qualities, usually prefer the Hhﬂc!
kind#, which on tnat account are more
in demand for the Sheflleld trade and
have more than doubled in price sluce
1570, The rales of ivory oceur every
three montbs at London aond Liver-
pool, and sales are aleo bheld to a Jlim-
Hed extent and atirregalar jutervals at
wtterdam.

The Copsul states that there was ina
Sheflicld showrooin an African ele~
phant’s tusk nine feet long, 21 inches
i whith dnd weighing 160 pounds. The
vidue of the tusk was £150,and iLis=aid
LAl au apimal Inrge cuon;:,h and stroug
euongh to carry such & pair would at-
tract far more atienlion than Jumbo
did, In the pine vears which ended
1351 there were 5,87 tons of Ivory im-
ported into Great Brilsio, and as the
number of tusks I8 known, the average
weight of pairs of tnsks can be ascer-
tained. Itis & little under 40 unds
each pair. At this rate these imports
represent 206,010 pairs, and conse-
quently the same nunmbir of elephanis
bave either dled long agoor been Ye-
cently slagghtered to supply the de-
mand of luxury in nineyears alone.
“‘At this rate o destrucuon," says Mr.
Wehster, “*it will be seen how rapid)
this nobi€ animal must Cisappear tm!
how sarely ivory will sobn beécome
a thing of the past, There are doabt-
legs Jarge quanties of ivory still re-
maining in the icterior of the Alfrican
coutincut, bat with thggrapid advance
of civilized man and the temptation of
increasing high prices, these wiil soon
t‘}u- :;‘lacovercd and exhausted.—Chicagn
