When these
lainily wrenglzations are based upon
hinowlwdes they are likely e be more
permanent. Ifthey are ouly thoueht-
less ur theoretteal, or if they exist
withiout dpfurmation, circumstances,
pros<ubc, Oppotlunities are very likely
to disintessate thew, to bhreak them up,
to dissolve thent, aud so throozh in-

InChristendon the marriage covenant
is the foundation of the home, The
idess which men hold concerning it
fav at the foumdation of all sm:ui
oriler, all unity and all government,
atl even the welfare of faotare ages
depemds upon the theories cherisned
b reecara] to home and family asrocia-

tiom=.  The thowoghts bdeld amd the
praviiee crowine oul of these, sre
“tarely hizher than could be pos-
~ibhe din the  families of 4 com-
mitbty Where  the seximl relstions

refpain utdeterunined, where they ame
wilhout restraint and withouat order—
there, will inevitably be chaos, dis-
ruplion aml contention, and the body
politic would speedily and inevitably
under loose conditions, degenerate and
pass away, But this marriage o ni-
zation amd institution has existed from
the beginning. It has been the hind-
ineand sealing power of the family; it
has perpetuated those families from
the time that Eve was ¢iven to Adam
tn the  Jast warrisge  that  took
place in our own nmmediste neighbor-
hownd,  The Lord said it was not good
that man shonld be alone. He gave to
Irim a=s a helpmate one of Hisdaughters
by the nate of KEve. ‘This relationshlp
wias then, iastituted by the Alluigllr.r,
wnd therefore a man and his wife should
really beecome one ; Ltheir interests, their
labors should be blended; their re-
spousibilities shouid be motuai; and
in thns helping and aiding each other
thev siiould train  the posterity that
Godanisht ive thew in His fear and in
thie pruclice of richteousness, so that
= rule nod Kingdom mught exist and
prevail upon the edarth,

In wll nations, from tae highesteivil-

e 1o the lowest  tribal relation,
wmnone  the wanderers of the earth,
there is inore ot less seinblance of this
sreanization, this family compact, this
united  responsibility ;. garnpisbed in
many lands with powmp and ceremony

Fuatbher.” ’

Asfaras wecan glean from the sacred |
records we find that this relativoship
was established for the bringing up-
on this sphere of actign a posterity.
The powers and funcdons which had
been conferred upoun man and womaao
were exemplified (o this direction, aod
when a man's wile was |arren
whea any of these daughters of Isracl
inancient times were ghildless it was
considered to bea reproach o them,

tin the exercise of h and by the

lessing of the Almigh d by obaddi-
ence to Lie patriarchal order, many of
these ancien tsisters, the progenitors ol
the Isruel of the latter days, were de-
Hvered from barrenness, andbecame the
mothers of 4 vast and ever increasiog
host of posterity. Those who are fa-
miliar with the sacred Scriptures will
remeimber oue of the wives of Jacob;
they will remember the case of Hannah,
the mdther of Suamuel the Prophet,
and there are others which are familiar
to our minds which need not be quoted.
The desire for offspring among the
wives of Israel was a prevailing feeling,
biecanse it was mnderstood that from
that Jlineage shonld come the Messiah
of the Ialfer days, and every daughter
of Isruel was aaxlous that ina direct
line she might be the Honored of God,
in beipg the medium through whiclh
should come the Redeemer, the prom-
ised Immanuel,

It ought uiso to be remarked In con-
nectlon with this question, that mar-
rinze was at Limes polygamic as well a3
wopogamic—that is, right away in the
edrly history of the world there were
men who had more wives than one.
Lamech was the tirst who s mentionoed
inSecripture, And here it might be
observed, althourh probably allun-
derstand it, that the Bible does not
professto give a perfect history in de-
tail of the habits and practices of the
sucient people of God, for these are
ouly secondary to the ever present fis-
sertions of divime interest i and re-
gulation of the humuan family. There
ure only revealings or incidental
glimpses here and there in regard Lo
the principtes of social and domestic
life, and bintinegs of some which have
been kept hid from then tonow; bul
that marriage was the heritaze of man
is certain, and that while apder many
circumstances it was monogzamic, there
were also mmsny cases in which it was
of a polygamic character, und in both
instapces it was given by command sud
then received the approbation of the
heavens. It was regulated and sus-
tained by the greas lawgivers of an-
cient lIsrae!, who were Insplred
to point out in detail the ln-
its of consapguimity, the times
and seasons ol privilege, und
what should be the method of secariug
posterity under such and such circum-
stances; until the time came when
Israel as a nation en]oycd its highest
glory and then we find that this prinei-

le (polyzamy) formed one of the lead-
ng festures of the household ex-
tension in the kings of that- time.
David is a noted illustration, Solomon
was another,and in the comments of the
Scriptures regarding these two men
notwithstanding their multiplicity of
wives, we find no condemnation save
in the fact that they in other respecis
violated the fundamental|law of an-
cient Iseacl David, we are told, mP-
tured the wife of aoother man by
strategem and because he did this he
fell under eondemnation. The son
that was horn to him of that connece-
tivn died 8 premature death; butafeer-
wards when he repented, be married
and still retained that self same woman,
Bathsheba; the Lord blessed and ac-
knowledged David's repentance awd
her position by giving her for a son
the Freat Jedediab, or Solomon, aml
finally in a direct line through her,
came also the Redeemer of Israel.
The Seriptures in commenting upun
David’'s practice say Lhal in “*none of
these things did he violate the com-
mandments, save In the cuse of the
wife ofUrial” [Ist Kiogs, 15,5.] We
are also told that Solomon multiplied
wives and families unto himself, yvot
his reign formed an era in Lthe national
life of lIsemel. It was duariog his
administration as  King and Priest
under ithe order of Godd, that
that wonderful temple was buailt
and  dedicated which receved
the sanction and approbation of the
heavens; of the resting npon it of the
cloud by day so that the Priests could
not minister at the altar, and the de-
scent of fire from hieaven, which con-
sumed the sacrifice presented, wereboth
tokens of divine acceptance and roc-
ognition,and we have not founc in read-
ing the lﬁst.ory of Solomon that his con-
duct was condemped save fu the fact
that he took nnto himself wives ol the
outsie pations contrary to the law,
which declared ibat the marriages of

mediate famllies, ( Deut, Tth, drd.)
aml a8 =& result the record
declares that it was these lhoeuw-
then wivea which he took, those

women that were captured in war or
those that he had from choice or were
given to him for conciliatory alliance
from _sumuudlm’mnntlonu who led
away hia hea:t m the worship of
the God of Israel, and turned him to
the practices of idolur{. With Lhis ex-
(‘u‘) ifon the presumptioa is from the
e¢vidence that his other marriages were
approved and In them was his pos-
terity perpetuated. It was the direct
resultof the bleasing of the Almiglity,
un | through him, as he stood In a re-
presentative position, we may surcly
assume what the feelings of Israel were
in regard to polygamy or the plurality
of wl‘i’eﬂ.

It 's more than inferential evidence
in favor of this principle which grows
from the consldération of the practice
of Solomon and David, and Abrabam
and Jacob, andd Moses and Gideon, and
Jehoida and Abdon, and Rehoboam
and Abijah, and Esau and Lawmech,
and Jerubbaal and Jalr, though
some of theae men were
not examples in every act of their lives
yet the faets are no more in favoro
monogainists 43 to this than in the day
and age in which we live.

Unfnir advantage has been taken by
opponents of this practice, because of
the Adamic era,but the Rabbinical tra-
dition slready mentioned while not
conclusive t no
repulsion ex!sted in the minds of the
honored priesthood of Israe; , &8
the Rev. Dr. Newman gquoted the
words of Lamech, 80 we may also
bave our opinion and that is that his
declaration possessed no reference
whatever to his ty of wives.

Tuis attractiom is designated by the
nume of love. We are sometimes
afraid to extibit this characteristic; |
we think i is uwoworthy of men or |
wommen; and that when o mnan is sajd
to be in love, or 4 woman, It issome-
thine that shomld e veiled from the |
eyes anil knowledee and uoderstand-
ing of everybody but themselves. But |
lnsopuch a8 love is one of the griat
attributes of Deity, this ldes dpes not |
recommend itacif. It I8 not only a
gleat attribade of Daity, but it is the

eatest and wost potent attribute to

¢ found in man's and woman'soreani-
zation. To these who have been nl-
lureid by its wer: to those who un-
derstand (L8 lorce; to those who real-
fze that it is the parent of all action
almost ia Jife; how it leads men to
sacritice, to labor, to e¢ffort, no argu-
ment is peeded to show that it is the
greatest power of the human heart. For
it men will cuilure auy mmount of gucri-
flce ; forit women will endure andsubmit |

Lo abmostany indignity. The fact is,
it is the only clement that will bind to-
gether in its original purily the family
cvircle; it is that which leads s man Lo
vo forth in the batille of lite to earn
the bread that perisheth: it is that
which couables him tolook upon his
wile as parsisount to all else: it isthat
which enables her to watch by her in-
faut children, aud in the momeut of
sichness, with sleepless nichts and
days of vizilance, await until there is
a restoration to health; it is this that
glorifies the family circle aml makes it
& little heaven upon earth; and every
man and every woman is cognizant of
the fact, that where love has died out
from the altar of home, that home has |
105t its  sreatest attraction. A wman |
does ot go there and ook upon it as
his little resting place from the care
aml anxiely of the world when that
fecliuz has died ount. No. He tnds
his pleasure in the club room, on the
ruce conrse, ab Lhe gaming table, in
political life, in busiuess, or in many |
other dircetlons, rather than fu the lit-
tle heaven called howe. Ah! sad jn-
deed is the fate of those familivs where |
thix heantiful, this beneficent, this
almighty, this glorifying privciple has
failed, or Ands no resting place there-
in.

Nowr, this is the key to mmarriage in
the abstract, 1t 19 its foundation. [t
constitutes the glories of its architec-
ture. IL brings upoun It Its capstone,
and flnishes the edifice that God Al-
mizhty hath ordalned. Yet this ele-
ment whieh lays at the toumdation and
runs through the whole fabric of mar-
ried life, in and of itself s not sutlicient
to produce and perpetonate that perfect
happiness which men and women de-
sire In this relationship. Man Is a
compoum! being. Woman is a com-

onid  beinz. There are  other
eclings of the heart beside affection
aud love, although these will cover a
multitude of sins. DBut it is necsesary
for the best interests of the family re-
lation that the tastes and habits,
feellngs and thoaghts of the high cous-
tracting partles should roa pretity much
in the same direction—that s, sofar as
intelligence I3 recelved. lfﬂncv we
have the apostolic injunction given to
the early Christians which said; “'Be
nol unequally voked with unbelievers.””

This was one: of the commands ¢iven
Lo the early Chriatisns;: bhecans=e It was
realized that though the flire of love
may burn fiercely o the early vears ol
wedded lite, yet unless there is unity
of sentiment, of thoaght and of action
in recard to the religion that married
couples should possess, and thatshould
beimposed upon the children there
will ever be & prabability of disintrega-
tion and disruption, sod this rule had
Its connterpart, or had its origin, in
ancient Israel,’ It was ‘not intended,
us already stated that the sons of any
of the tribea of Israel should take to
themselves wives of the pations that
were round about them ;Lthey were com-
manded strictly to keep with that
fawily, and where they failed in tnis
whether as individnals or in & nationsl
capacity, it brought down upon themn
thie blighting curse of the Almighty,
and led them fluaily to bonda e and to
be carricd sway %0 the ends of the
earth, and 20 many f{amilies in our
Isracl after years of suffsring of coun-
el and commandment, bave hecome
in & measure lost through the infiuence
ol misdirected and disobedient love,

We all realiz¢ the influence thata
WOoman exerts over & man. A man, to
besure, exerts & good derl of influence
over a womnan, But [ think the bulk
of experience will show that if even a
good, devoted Latter-day Saint woman
should foolishly be guilty of marryiog
outside of the Church, or marrying a
man in the Charch who is half hearted,
that her children will retain more of
her ladividual impress than they will
of the father's. 1 thiok observation will
establish this fact: that where there is
a devoted father, and an indifferent,
anbelivving mol.fwr, the probabilities
are Lhat disiotregation will set mto
that family, and that the masjority of
them will pass away from the influence
of the Church and [rom the institutions
of the Gospel. Not that either of these
conditions is good-—that Is, they are
not the best conditions. The best con-
ditlons are wherce Lthere is a devoted
man and adevoled woman, or women,
all laboring m the Interests of the
Kingdom of God upon the earth, and
impressing their own lodividuality, by
the powers of an educational Lw-
ter upon the peosterity that nay
give them,

Butin regard to thisobjectionable form
of marriage called ljr-mic, if this-
inarriage 1s aneternal principle, it fol-
lows almost of necessity that there
will be a period in the experience of
thousands when it mustbe essentiall,
and elernally polygamic, How wmany
young wives are ere who leave this
stage of aclion sometimmes withoat
children, and sometimes lenuu{.; a lit-
tle family? And under these circum-
stances a man Imarries again; he takes
another wife and ralses up another
family, and for two or three times or
more Lhis maﬂ be the expericnce of
some. Now, murriage is not for
timne only, but for eternity ;: if the mar-
riage relation is continued, thereis a
condition of things which demonstrates
s
s mu n many poly-
gamic—~that |s,8 man must be possessed
of severnl wives.

Now, our theories of heaven are, that
there is nothing there save that which
ls pure, save that which ls ennobling,
save that which is progressive, save
that which is secordiag to the order of
God.

But it may be sald, why speak of Lthis
matter when there 18 so mueh exelte-
ment in regard to it Forthe best of ull |
reasons, that this Is a frec country, that
free apeech has never heen forbiditen,
has never Deen checkoed, Lias never heon
curtailed. It = the heritage we have '
recelved from ourfathers, and we sre atl
liberty to speak of the institutions that
lav at the foundation of soclety, and to
analvze amnd understand them. ‘There
are thousands of our youth crowinecup
that are not familiar with the funda-
mental principles pertaining to mar-
riage: with the Ideas aud theorles and
pruc[[:‘(-s of the nations that have
grown oot of this relationship; and |t
necds that they should understand why
thizx turmoil exists, and whether there
15 4 good foundation for the position
that men take everywhere in regand 1o
that pringiple, and which leads o the
persccution of their fathers, and the
ostracisimn of their commuulity,

When we comie to the sacred books |
that have been received by the Clinreli,
we find that, in regard to this dual dea {
of warringe—marringe io the monog-
wmic lorm, and marriace in the spolyg-
amic form—the Book of Mormon ex-
pressly declares that It wus necessary o
the first colonization of this country
that marriage should be monogamic,
because the sexea were equal, and the

cople realized that marrisge was an
udispensable thing to both man and
womuan; but there is also lodication
that necessity would give final enlarge -
ment to this practical question.

S0 it was when Noab came out of the
ark, awl there are other periods in the
history of mankind when nothing bt
monogamic  marriage could prevail
without doing an lojustice Lo thoxe
round about them. But where there Is
no chance of this Injustice : where every
man is free; where every woman is
free; where there are thousands of
mankind that never marry at all, and
thousands of women who by Juw Can-
not marry,there is room for the exercise
of the polygamic form thereof : so that.
In argument, the sacred hooks of ol
Isruel, the sacred books ol Christen-
dom, the sacred books of the Mor-
mons, or Latter-day Saints, ali tend to
suwstantiate the idea that warriage in
the abstract is of God; and that it ix
or has been of Him, both in the mou-
ogamic and polygamie form. Still fur-
ther, these written revelations are not
the only evidence ol the fuct that mon-
ogamiic marriage and polyvgamic muar-
riage are both susceptiblé of practice

of poiyramic marriage, and this reve-
latlon had come in contact with the
revelation of man's experience, with
the revelation written io his own or-
ganization, then it wounld have nullitied
ftaelf; but it Is in harmony with such n
revelation, and shows the possibliity
and susceptibllity and natural charac-
ter of marriage in the polygamic rela-
tion. During a certain debate held In
this house iu regard to Lhis very ques-
tion, lroctor Newman asserted that

there were evidences this prac-
tice im the Bible.
