Rhodes at 6:30 This Morning—
Chance May Recover.

1. P, Ranson, 28 years of age, Up
till day before yesterday ongaged as
@ locomotlve flreman on the Denver
& Rio Grande rallroad, was rui over
by a train on the Salt Lake Route
between 4 and 6:30 this morning and
both 1legys cut off between the ankle
und knee.o One of his legs was badly
mangled  between'  the knee angl
thigh, but bhoth feet were cut of
clean, the feet being picked up. en=
closed in the shoes the man: wore
bofore. the aceident happened on the

other sfde of the track raili 'I‘m’z
man  was picked up at §:30 o'clock
this morning, still conscious, by of-

ficer Rhodes, of the police force, and
wias tuken to the police statlon, from
whenco ‘he. was removed to. the St
Marks hospital, where an operation
was performed in the hope*of saving
the man's life,

ACCIDENT A MYSTERY.

How the accident h;\m)r,'ned_ is at
present shrouded in mystery. No abe
is known to. hive been in the neigh-
borhood: at the time it occurred, and
it is possible that the unfortunate
vietim  lay at the side of the track
for more han an hour before being
rescued by the police officer. 'The
information was first telephoned to
the police station by some one passing
who saw him lving alongside the
track and  heard his groans. ’.}‘he
aceidént - happened ‘on Third  West
atreet,  betwveen Second and Third
South street and was caused, aecord-
ing to the theory of those who knew
the man, probably while he was making
his way on a freight train to Garfield,
perhaps in search of employment,
Train No. 93, an outgoing local freight
train.on the Salt Lake Route, to Lynn
Junction and ft left this station at 4
o'clock thig morning, on the track on
which the acécident happened; train No.
94, ‘a local freight from Lynn Junction,
arrived over the same track at 6:25,
while the through Los Angeles express
came in at'6:30 a. m.' The yard engine
was alse busy during the time between
4 o'clock and 6:30, the time of the find-
ing of thée man by the police officer,
and it ig not known which of ' these
trains or ongineg ran over him. After
he was taken to the hospital the 'opera-
tion performed, the man lay inan un-
conscious condition, and it'is not pos-
alble “to state  whether he will live
through the ordeal or not.

i CAME FROM INDIANA,
Ransom came to Salt Lake from Pa-

s ol Indigna-on Nay. 20 He had clear-

ance papers from the Southern railroad
in Indinna, dated Oct, 22. He was given
employment by the Rio Grande road in
thig city as soon as he arrived, He:
worked up to Dec. 28 when he handed
in his time of hig: own accord, and it
wasu nderstood by the railroad people
that he intended to go back to his
home at Paoll, where hig wife and his
mother reside. The name of his moth-
er he gave as Isabella’ A. Ransom, but
he did not report the name of his
wife. So far as known, Ransom was
of steady habits and a good workman.
He left the rallroad of his own ac-

cord, and his presence on a  Salt
Lake oute train - can  only he
explained by the . theory that he

had changed his mind about returning
home and' wasg on his way to Garfield,
or some other local point, in search of
employment, asg the only train he could
have boavded out of Salt Lake, No. 83,
was a,local freight and only ran as far
south ag Lynn Junction, some miles
south from Provo.

L Owing to the severe shock sustained
by the man, it was fmpossible to com-
plete operations necessary at the hos-
pital:this morning, and as goon as the
patient gathers sufficlent strength, one
limp will'be amputated above the Knee
and the other below the knee.

Ransom appeared brighter, and had a
good fighting chance ta recover.

Supreme. Court Ho_lds‘ That the
Recent City Election :

Was Legal.

PROHIBITION WRIT DENIED.

Question of the Matter of tho Disposal
OF thie Bonds Never Entered
Into the Controversy.

Justice Il J. Friek of the supreme
court handed down a decision, con-
curred i by Chief Justice McCarty
and’ Justice Straup, which denies the
motion for a writ of prohibition against
the issuance of the $600,000 water and
sever bonds.,

The action for the writ of prohibi-
tion was based on the contention’of In-
suffleient notice in calling the election
at which the bond jsgsue was voted
upon, and also upon the opinion of the
attorneys of Wooden MceNear & Moore
of Chicago, the purchuasers of che bonds,
to the effect that the bonds were in-
valid becauge all of the polling places
for the election were not given.

The denision today handed down. is
a lengthy document, covering 17 pages
of typewritten matter in the original,
and an additional e¢lght pages in the
concurrence, and after fully digesting
the law contained in the statutes, bear-
ing upon ‘the matter of calling the
election or disposal of the bonds, and
if “there was any misunderstanding it
wis o misunderstanding of the law
rather than of fact.

The question of the manner of the
disposal of the bonds, it is held by the
opinion, never entered into the ocontro-
veray at all, as the contest for & writ
of prohibition was based solely on the
mutters recited, and the election being
held by the court to have been legal,
the bond Issue is:doclared to be valid:

ted on a charge of bribery in connec-
tion with the granting of an overhead
trolley franchise by the supervisors will
weigh' in favor of Calhoun.  The pub-
lic sentiment out there séems to be that
Ford was nothing but a servant who
did as he was told.

“Yet, strangely enough a jury that
would' send Ruef to prison would acquit
Calhoun before the first word of testi-
mony was taken; and vice vorsa, T
would not want to have to try Ruef
hefore a jury’ that had condemned Cal-
houit.  The business men of the town,
and I use that term broadly, wauld just
ag soon see Ruef up as not, bui they
would make an ' awful clamor if C
houn were convicted.  Theay have mad
an -awful clamor even before he has
heen brought to trial.  That is a funny
situation, but it does not exist alone
in San Francisco.

“Nearly every business man in San
I‘rancisco bhelieves that now we have
convicted Ruef we have a chance to
take another crack at Schmitz, and we
should stop there, that they are the
only offenders and that it hurts busi-
ness to keep on going up this way after
the big fellows. May be that's one
reason why I want to land some of the
big fellows.”

Mr. Heney will stay in New York
for four or five days and then return
to San Francisco, where Calhoun’s trial
it set for Jan, 5.

THOUSANDS BEING.
BURNED ALIVE

Catania,, Dac. 20.--Ofie of tho Messina
survivors says that only a small pro-
portlon. of the population’ escaped.
Thousands of imprisoned and pinioned
human  beings, 'unable to ‘extracate
themselvas are helng burned alive, oth-
ers dying of their injuxjies, while many
are  starving. The 'streets are filled
with confused magses of brick and mor-
tar, beams, furniture, chimneys and
roofs. . In many cages the streets ap-~
pear as enormous crevases, twisted into
fantastic shapes. The celebrated
Avenue Palazzatl, which runs along the
sea front from the university to the
postoffice, is quite jmpassable. All the
public monuments that were there have
entirely . disappeared.  All the water
pipes, sewers and gas pipes of the city
have been destroyed, and water and
filth are flooding the streets. Gas ex-
plosions occur frequently: and result In
the breaking out of scores of small
fires. 7
For several hours after the first de-
struotive shock Messina was absolutely
without organization relief for the rea-
son that the municipal officials, the sol-
diers, the police, doctors and nurses,
by the hundreds, were either burled or
drowned.

The first work of rescue was per-
formed by volunteers from ships in the
harbor and groups of herolc surviyors,
who at great labor and personal dan-
ger, extricated many persons pinioned
heneath the wreckage.

Messinals orying need today is for
doctors, clothing and food and firemen
are being hurried into the wrecked city,
but the lack of food and water makes
the work of rescue difficult. The Rus-
sian and Britigh warships at Measina
have sent créws ashore and the vessels
have been transformed into hospitals.
All the hospitals  in  Catania are
crowded and even the schools have
been converted into infirmaries,

.The less seriously injured of the sur-
vivors of Messina are being dispatched

Minister of public works, Bertolini,
has mrrived at Messina and organized
several corps of volunteers for rescue
work,

It is asserted that half the fatalities
aceurred hecause it was quite impos-
sible for the survivors to render prompt
assistance. Not the least of the suf-

cold rain.

Some of the refugees from Messina
passed through San Govanni, Ualmi,
Scilla, Cannitello, Ifavizzana, and Bag-
nara and found practically every one of
the wvillages destroyed.

A ferry boat moored at one of the
docks seemed suddenly to be thrown
high in the air. It landed on top or
the dock and was left hangine there
by the receding waters. This was the
first intimation to the crew that any-
thing had happened. The captain says
a huge c¢loud of dust obscured the city.
With dawn his men landed and tried
to make their way into ' the clty but
the fallen buildings in the streets made
progress impossible.
