"In my
opinion, by the enactment of such
a law, business and industries
would revive, and the beginning of
prosperity on a nrm basis do reacn-ed.- "

The President thinks other
means should probably be devised
for increasinc the revenue, and
says that in order to carry out the
first section or tne act anoinermmt
becomes a necessity, as the present
lacilities for coinage are insuffi
cient, and in view of the fact that
a large proportion of change will
be required in the Mississippi
yalley. and that the bullion
all comes from the west, he
thinks that the question of es
tablishing a new mint at Chicago,
St Louis or Omaha, should be con
sidered. The President says in con
clusion. "I have yenturea upon
this sublect with great diffidence,
because it is so unusual to approve
