Ind ans Some ol them lived In tire al
mast endless mountainous trrritjr
while others roamed over the Colorado
desert and occupld the most fertile
nooks of those sandy plains

Unrclentinz wars were wage between
the mountain and desert Indiana an
each tribe today points with pride to the
acts ot heroism performed and to tridi-
