Electric Light Tower. The elec
tric light tower In Ogden, which
was designed by Col. Locke, of this
city, and constructed at a cost of
$2,000, U quite a remarkable struc-
ture. Visiting Ogden on Decoration
day, a News reporter was enabled
to furnish a description of the tower
for the Information of our readers.
It stands in the middle of the street,
on the hill, at the intersection of
Fourth and Spring Streets, and con-
sists of a mammoth tripod "of iron
piping, supporting a circular Iron
cage at a height of 100 feet from the
ground. The posts are of 4 inch
pipe at the base, tapering to 2 inch
at the apex, and form a triangle at
the points of rest, where each I

firmly bolted to a solid square cut
rock, well laid in the soil, and se-

curely fastened beneath. These up-

rights are stoutly braced with iron
rods, from bottom to top. A slender
iron ladder placed perpendicularly
on the east side and incorporated in
the structure, reaches to the Iron
cage above, in the bottom of which is
an opening to admit the person whose
duty it is to attend to the lights.
Above the cage are suspended
four electric lamps, which may be
raised to an altitude of 120 feet from
the street. The light has not yet
given complete satisfaction, and the
tower Is to bo raised ten feet more
in consequence.
