ILLICIT LIQUOR DEALING.

JonN McNEiLL, Justice of the Peace
for American Fork Precloct, sends a
communjcation, which appears else-
wlere in thig issg=. He takes excep-
ticno to a statewment made through the
NEWS in reference to the jmposition
by him of nowinal fines in the cases of
persens gullty of illicit liquor dealing.
It appears from his statement of the
maztter that he was acting In harmony
with the advice of the municlpal coun-
cil amd other parties, who had adopted
s general policy upon the subject.

1f this policy 1s good It distributes
more widely the credit due for Its
adoption. Atthis distance the way It
looks is abeut thus:IThe Justice states
that when heavier fines are ilmposed,
appeals are generally taken by the of -
fenders. He admits that, as a rule,
the officers are sustalned by the higher
courts. He asserts, however, that
this does - not dimipish the {l-
licit trafflc; and the city 18 put
to considerabie expenss without bea-
efit. In fsct the question of Lhe neces-
sity for ecomomy on the part of the
pablic stands out pre-emicently. This
Is very well under ordipary circum-
stapces; but wben it comes 10 & maln-
tepance of.law and public morals it
should, in our opiuion, be secondary.
“The process of appealing cases of the
character 1b question notonly Involves
expense to the locil government, but
also to the effenders, Inaddition tothe
larger fines the latter bave to pay. In
American Fork there may be an excep-
tion to the rulein thls regsrd, bot
weperally speakisg it would seemn that
the more rigorous legal regime would
result in & diminution eof the ovil, as
it would necessitate the running of the
traffic at 8 loss, while & hominal flne
might be pald periodisally and still
leave & net margin. Thus it would ap-
pear that tie more strict enforcament of
the,law would involve the question aa
to whether. the offender or the lecal
government could hold out the longer.
Asa meneral rule, in such cases, the
more rigorous system Is the more sd-
visable as belug more conducive to the
sappression of the illicit traffie and
tending to the preservation of peace
and good morals. In adherlog to
this view we cast no reflectlon upon
the officlal good faith of Justice Mc-
Neill aud his coadjutors.

thae solar system,

effectusl as the unaided eye, since the
power of the mightiest lenses does but

It 18 estimated that this great
explorer of the heavens will
be 8o perfect in lis operation
and s0o powerful In its mag-

nilying qualities that with its ald the
moon will be brought to within the
apparent distance frem the ebserver
of a hundred mlles or so. Who can
comprehend the grandeur of such a
view as that? QOur nearest meigbbor
and only ally in all the starry constella-
tion hedging ;us round about
brought s0 near that not omly the
mountalns and valleys will be distinct
angd well defined, but hills, hilloeks and
even Lhe greater rocks brought plainly
within the range of vision! And then
toe guaestion, now settled so far as sci-
ence calculating under the disadvant-
ages of a distance which the Lick tele-
scupe will verynearly obviate can deter
mine anything, of the vitality and pro-
ductlveness of our satellite willbe sot at'
rest and cunclusively: it is clalmed,
and apon grounds that have so far re-
malned wuocontested, aod are only
doubted by a few, that Lthe moon isa
withered, leafless, branclless world,
baviog no atmosphere without and no
beat within, therefore contalning no
living thiog, animate or lnanimate.
Toe more philosophically inclined 1ea-
#on that a world is an animate crea-
ticn, having a birth, a 1ife end a death,
as other things have, and that the
moon reached the last-pamed stage
ages before the Copernican system was
brought into ¢xistence ¢r man began
to know that there was knowledge
to be acquired from a study of trans-
mundane things. The Intense black-
nees of the sbudows of the moon, very
distinct when ebserved through evena
small jelescope, support this conclu-
slon somewhat If I8 Is not completely
‘establlshed thereby; they fire absolate
and unrelleved darkmess, showing the
absence of a reflecting vapor or air.ard
without this lite carnot exist,

But the Lick telescope will go
further than the minute examination of
our nocturnal luminary. Ina degree
essened only Im proportion to the jn-
erveniag distance, surveys ef the en-
tire solar reticue will be
made thoroughly and more satls-
factorily than ever before.
The proportionate distance will
net gauge the proportionate power of
vision by any means, as the planet
Venus, which Is about 126 times fuor-
ther off than the moon, will not be
dwindled in the vizien more than one-
tenth part of that figure, and seo with
all the others. When the outer line is
reeched and we arrive at the almost
Inconceivably extended path of Nep-
tune, taking over 164 of our years to
make Its periodie circuit of five and a
balf billeas of wiles, the appliances
of civilization aid us no further In the
fdeld of exploration and actual demon-
stratllon; even at this polut a power-
ful instrument 18 required to ebtainas
gl lmmer of the faraway wanderer, and
beyond him all i3 vacancy until the
pearest of the fixed stars Is reached,
ten thousand times further off than
Neptlune.

It is the faet that so much bas beean
accomplished that makes the enter-
prising, persistent and able among our
Investigators and reasoners desirous
ot golng further and constantly adding
to the store of mortal knowledge. It
was with the design of alding them in
their work, sod through them diffusing
intelligenee until at last ignerance of
sach. profound subjects should
ceéase to be the rule even 1 it did not
become the exception, ihat the Lick
bequest was mads. It was a pralse-
worthy gift to mankind and, gratefully
should they recelve and appreclate it.

Editor Deseret News:

In your issue of the 215t inst., [ seen
letter wriiten by soma one from this
place, refiectivg on my =action in the
finfog of feur individuels for selling
liguor, which does not state the facts
of the case, and does me lujustice.
Tne City Counncil of this place, & few
weeks ago, had the lllicit sale of liquor
and beer brought before them, and ac-
cordlug to report quite & oumber were
epgaged in the business. The officers
ol the cliy were [nstructed to find ont

the parties and bring Lhem to justice.
In the meaptlme one of the coun-
cll was selected 1w obtaim legal
advice; as also 1hat of ' others
who bad had experlence In deallng
with men who would persist in
the lilegal practice, Toe result was
that & stricl watch was to be kept snd
whenever a person was found break-

ing the law Le ‘was to be
fiued, not with an exhorbit-
gent, but with a pomloal fine

as the cxperience of those In this;
citles of tbls covntry as well as others

haw proved that where heavy fines have
been Imposed, appeals ve heen
taken, and though they have 1l.lned

instances, It has

They lired spec de-
tectives, employed legal counsel from
Provo, Im heavy flnes, but this
did wot stop the traffic, for when [ re-
turned to the City Council in 1885 there
were five orvix engaged In selllag liquor
and heer. And now Mr. Editor 1 can
say that the only object on the part of
m f and the Council is to put dowa,
(if possible) the evil and rous
practice, and we wanot the ald of all
¥o0od men la the malter and our true
motives shown to the world.
I can truly say that durlng my career
:3 :cil.ydoﬂcell'hl hade done 1111 ie coluld
eep down the ex o clt,
and do say that ten &:lhra will covgf
all that has been paid for legal services
in that time.
