THE GREAT TRAGEDY.

The 1. 1st of Hilled Sesne I nknown.
Chicago, August 12. The Inter-Oceun- 's

Forest, Illinois, special : The
names of tbe dead victims of tbe
Chats worth disaster have been
learned. There are still some ten
bodies unidentified at that place. Dar-

ing Thursday afternoon several dead
were conveyed westward by friends
and they cannot be Included in tbe
names given bere. Tbe oificers of the
Toledo, Peoria and Western Railway
have endeavored to

KEEP A RECORD

of the dead bodies removed fscun the
wreck, and the president thinks in
three or four days they will be enabled
to render an account of the fatalities.
The report that there were efght dead
at Piper Station proves to have been
incorrect. Only two persons died there
up to noon to-da- y Mrs. Valentine and
C. P. Vanlien, of Galesburg. Illinois.
Three or lour persons who were re-

ported as dead were to-da- y learned to
be among tbe wounded at Piper City.
The employes of the road were sent to
Piper early this morning to secure tbe
names of all the dead and wounded. It
was found that there were forty-fo- ur

wounded and two dead at Piper City.

May, 1886, on the summit ot the Buck-
skin Mountains, four miles from the
Utah line. Wilson and companion,
John A. Johnson, colored, were em-

ployed by Clevenger to assist in driv-
ing a number of horses to Washington
Territory. No one was in the party
except tne two men, Clevenger and bis
wile and an adopted daughter, and
while camping at the place mentioned,
Wilson

MURDERED CLEVENGER

and his wife with an axe. Wilson and
Johnson then divided tbe stock and
1500 which Clevenger had with him,
and bnried the bodies, which were
found six months later. Wilson and
the girl lived together afterwards and
went to Washington Territory and
Idaho, where they were fonnd by the
sheriff, and the former was taken back
to Prescott for trial. Johnson was
found in Nevada, and a chain of cir-
cumstantial evidence, together with
tbe girl's statement, secured the con-
viction of both. Wilson, however,
made a confession on the 9lh iast., ex-

onerating Johnson, stating the latter
did not know of the murder Ull some-
time afterward. Johnson wa respited
to-da- y by Governor Zu.uk Ull the 23rd
of September.

A SENSATION.

London, August 12. Facts "have
bsen brought to light which created a
great sensation and which tend to ex-

culpate the Jew Lysskis, sentenced to
death next Monday for murdering a
Jewess in London. It transpires that
Lysskis' solicitor saw Judge Steven
and convinced him of Lysskis' inno-
cence, Tbe solicitor told the facts to
an attache of the Pall Mail Gizette, en-Join- ing

him not to publish them. Tbe
Gazette to-d- ay divulged everything,
deciding to blast the solicitor's pro-
fessional reputation and save an inno-
cent man from, the gallows. Trouble
is likely to follow. It is reported that
Matthews, home secretary, refused to
delay the execution .
