A common error iu tree pruning,
ssya Prof. D. E. I Jiitrlu the t,

is the idea that a branch
liich is to bo removed should W cut

oneorto inches from the trunk,
leaving a stub. An examination of

Ou the
other liand a considerable branch
may b" remove! from a tbrity tree
if cut cloc up to the trunk, and the
scar will grow over lu a single sea-

son Aflcratree is uucettarted iu
a permanent place it ouht not to
be severely jrune-I- . During tlie
flrst sea-o- n of growth there U often
a tendency to put out new shoots
alone the trunk. Thre rail be re-

moved but they can be easily rubbed
otT when they flr- -t appear. If lefu
there Is a tendency ou the jxirt

uove thoe shoots to die. At leas
they lack vior and make little
growth. A common mistake iu
unmlng is to cut tho tops out of
large trees. Tho finest trs are
tho that grow In the natural form
Any attempt to make a dwarf of a
tree by pruning is uunaUral and
shows want of taste, hortlculturally
(waking. Evergreens especiallj

should not have tho tops removed
unless they are grown in a hedge.
The natural shape of a tree Is not
that seen in a cruwdcdibrcaL but its
ohaiu wheu growiiig freel in an
isolated position.

In all correct pruning the flnt
principle Is lascd upon the fact Uiat
sap alway. tends to the extreme
end of each branch, hence the Im
portance of accurately ailjirtlug the
lialance lietweeu the roots and
branches of the vine, budi or tree.
Tho finest fruit always riicu uuder

The consequence
will be that the bladder will bo

to Hi utmjit and at length
burst.

This is a gensral law, that where
twoliq lids of uurqutl densitiesarc
separated by a meiAb-an- whether
animal or Vegetable, Uiey will inter
cliane, the weaker liquid pasting
more rapidli than the denser one,
and this will be kept, up until the
II pitd upon bath sides of the mem-
brane Is of the line density.

A rljie tomato or plum may be
conildered iir the cundiliin of the
blaider or s nip. Tho rich Juices
of the fruit correspond to the Sirup
and the thin membrane which
forms the skin of the fruit rcpre
pents the Mahler. When the ripe
fruit Is kent constantly wet by a
rain osmo-- e takes ploco and the
water passing through Into tho fruit
distends the skin which, not being
very4rong, is soon ruptured.

If the trull were to be surrounded
by a liquid denser tlian its juices it
would, instead of expanding and
breaking up, shrink aud the skin
become shriveled. When straw-
berries or blackberries are sprinkled
with sugar a syrup is soon formed
by some of the juice of the fruit
aud this being considerably denser
than the juice of the berries they
arc soon flabby aud shriveled.
