Perhiaps
I have been under a halluclnation
in supposing it to be a very good
order, and thab it carried its justifi-
cation in ils face, It is clear that
the order does not encourage mar-
shnls Lo interfere with any honest
citizen while voting or perforining
any other duty. They are only
to prevent unlawful breaches of the
peacve of the United States. They
ara not to intimidate any voler; but
political crities)claim that the order
confli¢ts with the recent decision of
the Supreme Court and are very
mueh concerned for the credit of
the bar. If they had read the order
and the decision, they would have

Con-
gress passed au sct which it was
dupposed would enforee thisamend-
ment. A case arose in Kentucky
a4t an election of State officers only
for denying the right of a vote toa
negro. The court held that the act
of Congress, a8 passed, was nol ap-
propriate legislation for the pur-
poses of that suit. The reason can
be coneisely stated thus: Independ-
dent of the fifteenth amendment,
(‘opgress has nothing whatever to
do with the election of State offi-
cers, By that amendment its only
power is Lo prevent the denial
to  citizens of the right t»
vote on aceount of race, color?
or previous condition of servi.
tude, but this aect provides a
punishment for a denialof the right
of voling to any citizen, white or
blacle, This transcended the right
of Congress as to State elections,
and was not, therefore, appropri-
atee lerislation.  The act should
Lave been coufined to a denial of
the right of voling on account of
race, etee, but the Court e=aid they
were not considering the effect of
the 1th gection of Lhe fir<t nrticle of
Lthe ('Ullﬂllllltilrll s to Lhe election
of Senators and Representatives.
The eftect of that section is to en-
able Congress to make or alter
any or all regulatiens as te the
time, place and manner of holding
elections for BSenatord and Repre-
sentatives in Congress. ‘I'hese in-
struetions relate to the election of
federal officers, Lhe very Lhing
which the Bupreme (ourl says
was not involved in their decision
of the Kentucky case. The order
also says that the judgment of the
Supreme Court did not concern
federal electiona. That looks rea-
gouably plain; if any man fails to
understand that,l commend him to
the common school system for fur-
ther iustruetion. I ecannot afford
to spend any mora time with him
on Lthe subject; but another eritic
is worried because the order in-
¢ludes the appointment of electors
for President and Vice-President,
und supposes that lie has made a
discovery when he flods that
the dtate legislature has the right
to prescribe the manner of elec-
ting or appointing Presidential elec-
tors, as members of Qongress; and
Presidential eleetors are, by law,
elected at the same time and place,
the election by law includes Loth,
us stated In the order. It is wholly
immaterial to the marshal what
the state legislature might do; it
wus the duty of the Attorney Gien-
cral to instruet what was the law
under which he was to act, By
the constitution Congress hag the
power to prescribe the time, place
and manner for electing members
of Congress, also ta Ax the time for
the appointment of Presidential
electors.  The State legislature ean
iz the manner of appuinting clec-
tors. Cungress has, by statute, fix-
ed the same day for the election of
Congressmen and for the appoint-
moent of electors, and State legisla-
tures have fixed the sume place and
saule wanuer, viz. by ballot at
general elections., I'n the present
condition of legislatton, therefore,
as Is sald by the order, the elections
ab which members of the House
of  Representatives are ehosen
by law include also clectinns for
President. and  Vige-President, by
which alse electors are appointed
and the United Statessecure voters
against whatever in general hinders
or prevents them from g [ exer-
cise of the elective franeliise, exs
tending that case alike to i"t'!gl"f.l‘s--J
tion lists, the act of voting, and the
{x:raonul freedoim and security of
he voter at all times, ns well as
aganinst viglence on aceount of any
vote that he may Intend to give, l,
agalnst conspiracy, or because o
any that he may already have
given. By section 5,573 of rhrvlled
Htatules of the U'nited States, it is
provided that every registration
made under the laws of any State,
or loeality for any BState, or other

election at which such re-
presentative or delegate in
Congress may be ghosen, shall
be deemed (o be registration

within the meaning of the preced-
ing section, notﬁlﬁ:ehndiug such
registration is ‘Also made for the
purposes of any stale, territorial or
municipal election. The fact that
Vermont, Maine, Ohio and Indiana
form exceptions to the ral rules
as to the t g when their elections
of representatives to Congress are
held, Is immaterial, It in no man-
ner impalrs the correctness or use-

(]

fulness of the order, which is an
individual feommunication to each
marshal of those four states,neither
of which were supsrvisors or mar-
shals employed at the electlons.
The iustructions were intended to
give each marshal, to whom they
were addressed, his duly under the
laws as Lhey existed then and there,
when and where he was to enforce
them. Congress enacted a law that

all elections for representatives
in Congress without exception
ghould be held omn the Tuesday

after the first Monday of Novem-
ber, as it had the absolute right toe
do by the constitution; but finding
that these four States had got the
time flxed differently by their
State constitutions, and would be
embarrassed if Congress insisted on
the uuniformity as to them, an
amendment was enacted at the
next Congress relieving such States
as could not conform to the day
fixed by Congress without amend-
ment of their constitutions. These
four states thus form an exception.
All the rest of the representatives
in Congress nud electors are chosen
at the sane time and place, and in
the same nanner, aud really at one
and the same cleelion. So far as re-
gistration wivd the regulations of
elections are concerned, the sta
tute of New York expressly pro-
vides that they shall zll be elecl-
ed it the same gencral elee-
tions, wl wIl other States
have similar provisions, excepting
Colorado, which makes the first
cholee ul electors by its legisiature.
These exceplions do not, in any
manner, affect the prineiple of the
order, and it was not intended for
the excepted States, as shown by
the order itself, which counlines ils
instructions to the slections to ne
held on the Tuesday alter the first
Monday in November next. It is
not necessary to speak of Lhe clunse
relating. to the posse comitilus. 1t
i# too well settled for dispute. The
order i3 not a military one, and
does not assume to make any dia-
position of troops, but advises the
marshal that if he has sccasion to
call out the posse, and soldiers are
in his district, they may be esm-
bodied for the purpose. This was
done when a master, In pursult of
his fugitive slave, resorted to eivil
process of | the United BStates,
and the marshal, meeting resist-
ance, called on the U nited States
soldiers, and they came and assist-
ed to arrest and return the slave to
his owner.

legal, and a good deal more hu-
many.

Attorney General with a speech on
the merit of the Confederate war
claims of the solid south, He
first replied to Mr. Tilden’s lelter
of to-day, saying that Mr, Tilden
did not seem Lo have apprehended
the extent and scriousness of the
claims, nor te have paid any atlen-
tion to the general legislation pro-
posed by Congiresfmen Willshire,
of Ark., Cabell, of Virginia, and
Itiddle, of Tenn.

AN ORDINANCE

In Relstlon (o the Salt Lake (iey
Waterworks and the Supply of
Water lrom the Maln Plpes, and
lor Other Purpuses,

SECTION 1.— He iL ordaiued by
the City Council of Salt Lake Cily,
that the Wat
by the Corporfition to supply Salt
Lake City with water from ity
Creek (Cahon, shall be designated
and known us the SBalt Lake City
Water-works; they shall be
property of said cily, and shall be
under the sole and exclusive con-
trol of the City Council, who may
from time to time direct the con-
atruction of such reservoirs. water
tanks, water mains, service pipos
and fire hydrauts as the necessities
of the inhabitants of the city may
require. The City Counell shall
also appolnt a Buperintendent of
Water-works, an Assessor of Walter
Rales, and such other ofllcers ns
may be necessary to carry on the
works. All officers so appointed
shall hold oflice during the pleasure
of said Couneil,

HEC. L—The Superintendent
Water-works shall, under the diree-
tion of the City Council, have
charge of the reservoirs, water
tanks, water mains, fire hydrants,
and all the machinery aud appure
tenances appertaining to the Water-
works. He shall have the direc-
Ltion of the Iayiug of water mains,
and putting in of service pipes, and
the regulation of the water supply
to fire hydrants and to all ¢con-
sumers.  Bald Water Superintend-
ent, before entering upon the duties
of his oflige, shall take an oath of
office and glve bonds, with ap-
proved security, to Salt Lake Clty,
in the penal sum of $5,000, condi=
tioned for the faithful performance
of his duties. He shall report (o
the City Council guarterly, or
oftener if required, his dolngs ns
Superintendent, the condition of
the Water-works, and make such

ol

suggestions as the nature of the
service may require.
SeC. S.—All hydrants shall be

under the eontrol of, and shall Le
kept in repair by the Buperintend-
ent of the Water-worls, and in cnse
of fire or fires the Fire Department
and such others as the City Coun-
¢il shall asuthorize, shall havo (reo
access to said hydrants, No other
person shall open or operate any
fire hydrant, or abtlempt to draw
water therefrom.

BEC, 4.—Any person who shall
wilfully or carelessly run a vehicle
against a fire hydrant, or other-
wise wilfully or carelessly injure
the same, or draw, or attempt to
draw water therefrom, shall be
subject to a fine of not exceedling
one hundred dollars, and be linble
for all damages done Lo said hy-
drant,

SEC, S.—Wrenches for [fire hy-
drants shall be furnished Ly order
of the City Council to the Fire De-
partment, for their use, and to such
other persons as may be deemed
proper by the Council, and any
officer or member of the Fire Do-
partment, or other person having
charge of one or more of sald
wrenches, who shall permit the
same {o be taken from their place
of deposit, or to be used for any
other purpose than those authorized
by the City Council, shall be liable
to a fine of not exceeding fifty dol-
lars for each oflense,

SEC. 6.—Whenever any person
desires to obtain a supply of water
from the City Water-works, he
shall mnke application therefor,
verbally or in writing, to the Mayor
and sign an agreemeul that he will
be governed by such rules and regu-
Iations not inconsistent with this
ordinance as may be prescribed by
the Mayor for the control of the
waler supply; said applieatlon must
state Lthe location, kind of bulldiug,
number of rooms, and the entire
area of grounds to be supplied, and
fully and truly state the purposes
for which the water is Lo be used;
and upon nolifieation from the
Mayor, | the BSuperintendent of
Water-works is authorized to ex-
tend, at the expense of the city,
the service pipe to the inside line
of the cur' stone, or to within eix-
teen feet of the property line, at
the point most convénient for sup-
plying the premlses of Lthe appll-
cant,

BEQ. T.—\When application s
made by a tenant, it wmust be ae-
companied by the signature of the
owner of the building or grounds
consenting to und authurizing the
introduction of water Iuto such
premises, and expressly agreelng to
the rules and regulations embodied

in the nprliunl.iun and to the pro-
visions of this ordinance.
B¢, 8,—To each service pipe

there shall be altached, at the curb,
A stop-cock and key box, which
shall be paid for by the consumer,
and be under the exclusive control
of the Superiutendenl,

BEC. 9.—All service and  olher
pipes used underground shall bo of
gast fvon, extra strong lead or tin-
lined lead, nnd laid not Jess than
four feet below the surface, and all
plpes for waler .'sl.l]n,-:y, whether in-
vide or outside, shall be of sufllei-
ent strength to stand the water
pressure, and all such work, alver-
ations or extensions thereof must
be done to the acceptance of the
superintendent.  But no extension
of a consumer’s, sttachment shall
be made without first oblaining a
lieense therefor.

Hro. 10.—If any water consumer
shigl]l permit any person from other
premises, or apy unauthorized per-
som, ta ure or obtain water from
suld consumer’s premises or water
fixtures, whether inslds or outside
of his building, the supply 6f water
may be cut off and the amount paid
furfeited.

Bro. 11.—All persons tuking the
waler shall keep theirservice pipes,
connections, and other waler ap-
paratus in geod repair and protect-
ed from frost at their own expense,
but no person, except under the
direction of the Buperintendent,
shall be allowed to dig into the
street, or sidewalk, for Lhe purpose
of laying, removing or repairing
any service pipe.
