hundred feet earn the river stands tile
capitol whose dome reaches two hun
dred and fifty feet higher and from winch
a grand view of rolling hills and thiivln
forms interspersed with natures own
growth of wood can be seen One
mile east of the capilol IU the state
penitentiary with its twenty five hun
dred convicts They are a motley crowd-
as they file past you to or from dinner
Theieare nice and boys whose laces
look as Innocent as when they lisped
their prayers

Considering tile many years since you

have heard from this part ol the Lurop
can Ission we take this opportunity of
describing the missionary work as we
have found it during our short expert
ence in this vicinity This district was
not visited for four or five years prior to
June 1511 1896 when Elders Fred Long
ton and B J Stewart were appointed to
open the Held where at one time a
flourishing branch of the Church exist-
ed These Iriders labored together until
July 7th when Elder Stewart was called
to labor in Loudon and Elder William
Slonemin appointed in his place This
arrangement continued until October
iSth when the chstrictI was divided and
Elders William Stoneman and W F
Seare were pointed lo labor In Abiii
don and Elders Fred Langton and L
C Stratlorcl In Newbury The latest
account we can obtain ol any meeting
previously having been held is May 27th
1888 At first only two members ol the
Oiurch could be found but now and then
we have found others who weie Identi-
fied with the Church at a time when the
branch was in a thriving condition
Among these are Brother and Sister
George Peacock Cold Ash who were
baptized in 1847 and have been success-
ful in raising a large family but have
never had all opportunity of Immigrat-
ing They have one luglittr now re-

siding in Salt ILake We found them
enjoying the spirit of the Gospel firm in
their religious belief and able to bear a
strong testimony to the truthfulness of
the work In which they ate engaged
Brother Matthew Willis is another who
was baptized m 1852 at Cold Ash and
is still enjoying tho spirit of the Gospel
Sister Maria Herbert IIs one vjho has
always taken great interest in the com-
fort and welfare of the Elders and is
still feeling well in the Gospel At all
cf these places we are invited to partake
ol the very best they have and are ex-

tended a cordial welcome At first no
house could be secured in which to hold
meeting so we were obliged to stand
upon the streets to explain to the people
the mission of the riders in this place
The most suitable place to speak to the
people was found at Specnhamland in
front of a large cannon which was cap
tured at Sebastopol 1815 IIn a short
time the way was opened and an after
made by Mr and Mis Fisher for us to
hold meetings in their house Since that
time they have embraced the Gospel-
and are now able to bear a testimony to
the truthfulness of the work Since this

fortune has befallen us othersfrood been led lo investigate tile truths
of the doctrine we teacliand have freely
admitted that smee listening to the
principles of the Gopel as taught by
the Latterday Saints thy cannot enjoy
the services ol other denominations
The prospects are favorable for a good
work to be accomp ishcd here but as it
Is the case m other pens we have a
strong opposition to contend with and-
w e find that it is necessity to be prayer-
ful arid place our trust in Our Master
who overrules all for the best and opens
the avenues ol escape for lib faithful
children it is impouihic to walk on the
streets without having the curious pill
lie gaze on us with wonderment and in
many cases point the finger ol scorn at
us for being connected with such a peo
pro as they claim the Litlerdiy Saints
to be Although many have not become
acquainted with us and have had no
bunts to transact with us still they
ate able to s0ectus fromothers and
brand us with a name which we ate
proud to bear Mormons Some have
