An old lady, seventy
six years of age, wife of Mr. Alex
ander Robinson, of North Morgan
had been for some time in a de
ran ere d state of mind, and that
morning had frightfully joutilatt'dner jeit arm.

In conversing with Dr. Anderson
she said she got out or bed at
o'clock that morning, being impres
sed to go to one of her nieces and
tear her eyes out. On the way
something told her she had better
iniure herself than another person
so she returned, and finding an old
dull axe near tne nouse, sne pu
her arm on a block of wood, giving
herself "six licks" and chopping
ofl her hand just above the wrist
She nicked up her hand and i car
ried it to the house, laying it. on
the door step. She then went into
the house and woke her husband
telling him what she had done and
that he had better get up and put
her to bed. j

Blood was scattered all about th
uremises. presenting a fearful and
sickenine eight. Dr. Anderson bad
great difficulty in getting Mra.Rob
ioson under tne innuence or cnio
ro'orm, as sheunaerstoou wnat w as
intended, and fought against it des
ueratelv. The JJoctor, nowever, sue
ceeded in administering the chloro
form, and amputated the wunded
limb four Inches below tneeibnwt
Dr. Anderson used great dispatch
in the operation, tne age ana con
dition of the patient making ih
case dangerous. In twenty-seve- n

minutes from the administration of
the chloroform the patient was in
bed with the operation concluded.
Dr. E. G. Williams dressed the arm,
after the amputation, with his usual
