During
an epoch which was probably coin
cident with the glacial epooh, U
broad interior basin of TJtah was
corered by a great lake, which
orerflowed its rim and sent an out
let to tbe ocean by the way of Co-
lumbia Riser. When the climate
became gradually warmer and drier,
the eraporatlon grew greater and
the rainfall grew lees, until finally
the or ei flow ceased and the lake
began to dry away and shrink
within Its shore. To-da- y only Great
Salt Lake, Utah .Lake, and Serler
Lake remain, but high up on the
mountain Is carred the Bonerllle
beach, a pmaaiaut record of the
old flood tide. The search for the
point of outlet was successful, and
It was round at tbe north end of
Cache Valley, a few miles beyond
the boundary of Utah, in the Ter
rltory of Idaho. Tbe bed of the
outflowing stream was traced for a
number of miles. The beach lines
were seen to run quite to the pass
through, which ; the channel was
cut, but beyond, on the side of the
dralnsge of the Columbia, no trace
of them could be seen."

In addition to . these Interesting I

discorerles, It Is also, stated that
mere complete obserratlona hare
been made of the Wasatch Range,
and It Is round that there are erl- -

dences ef recent morements at the
western base of that mountain
range, the old shore lines caring
been elerated or depressed In
places, although they were origin
ally level. It was found that In
determining the present altitude of I

four different places as compared
with the present deration of the
Great Bilt Lake the difference!
ranged between 966 feet to 1,039
feet. These measurements were all
made In tbe Immediate rldnlty of
tbe lake. It Is found that the dis
crepancy is sereral times greater
at points more remote from the
lake. ;

Msjor Powell considers these
changes as worthy of .notice and as
evidences that "The operation ef
mountain making is a work of the
present as well as the pastagea,and
that the grand displacement by
faults and folds are rstiMxi hv siaw t
and intermittent morements.
