A SEVERE PENALTY.
Jndge Zane Sentences N. V. Jonss
to the Full Extent of the Law,
And Refuses Bail FPending An
Appeal.

TRESEDER ALSO GIVEN THE FULL
TERM.

The argument on the motion for a
new trial in the case of the United
States vs, N. V. Jones, charged with
bribing & United States officer, occu-
pied the time in the Third District

Court on Saturday until after the News
went to press.

In denying the motion the Court said
—'*A8 most of Lhe Important points in
the case have been considerced at the
former trial, I do not see the necessity
to go over them io detail. I am of the
opinion that sufficient reason has not
been shown why 4 new trial should be
granted, and the motion is, therefore,
everruled.”

Mr. Varian asked that judgment be
pronounced.

Mr. Brown asked thst the detendant
Jones be admitted to bail pendiog an

appeal to the Supreme Court,
as he was collector of Salt
Lake Counnty, and as such it

was necessary that bhe be permitted to

complete the work of collecting taxes
for the current Eear. a8 he was per-
unnnl!{_reaponsl le for them.

Mr. Varian opposed the request, and
the Court promptly refused to admit
the defendant to ball, remarking that
he could appoint a depuly to attend to
his business.

The defendants were then ordered
to stand up, and Judge Zsane said—
Have you auything to say, Mr Jones?

Mr. Jones—I have very little to offer,
and what I have will be stated briefly.
When I had the talk with Franks, I was
not aware that he was an officer of the
United States, and [ was not conscious
of aidisg or abetting or in any way at-
tempting to bribe an oflicer of the
government. I bad Franks’assurance
that he was pot a depuly, and [ was
not conscious of any legal wrong doing,
at that time, and am not now.

Couart (to Treseder)—Have yon any-
thing to say?

Mr. Treseder—I would like to say
that I have been here six months
awalting trial. There has been
& great deal of a row kicked
up about my trying to defeat the
laws of the United States. 1 never
had any tidea of tampering with the
laws o1 the government, Once before
Il met Franks, a man came to me and
wanpted to know' il [ eould ilod out for
bim whether there was un indictment
against nim, and [ told’ him [ would try
to find ont, I did find out and told
nim the resunlt of mf' investigations.
Was there sny harm in that? Fraunks
told me distinctly, when 1 had the talk
with bim, that he was not & deputy
marshal—that he was not an officer of
the United States. He was very will-
ingto ¢o luto the scheme, and fre-
quently approached me on the subject
witboont sny encouragement from me
first. Then, again, 1 have been charged
with cnnapimc! to murder, and—

Court (interrupting) —That has noth-
Ing to do with the present case.

ir. Treseder—I1 understand that,but
it bas . prejudiced the press and the
public against me. 1 haye been abused
when [ did not deserve it. I hope, in
passing sentence, you will take  these
faucts into consideration.

Court (to Mr.[~sones)—If you were
not yconscious of wrong doing it is
vel} sirange. A man xyho willattempt
to defeat the ends of justice by bribery
is & bad map and a daopgerous man. To
attempt Lo seduce an officer from the
path of duty by the offer of money is
to commit an aggravated crime. If
corrupt men could do this thing with
impuupity, the law could not be en-
forced, and the ends of justice would
be defeated. The evidence shows &
very aggravated case against both of
you, Itshows that Treseder and you
offered and gave an officer of the gov-
ernment money to disclose that which
he had po right 1o disclose, In order
that you might be able to defeat the
enforcement of the law. Whether
Frapks ish bad man or not makes ne
difference o this case. Ifhe is a bad
man be ought to be purished. He did
not take the money with a corrupt mo-
tive, but at the instance of the United
States marshal. | am disposed to make
an example 1n this case, - You are an
intelligent man, and ¢ ut forth
even the poor excuse of ce.You
will be contined in the pe lary for
three years.

Mr, Jones said nothing, and the

rt asked Treseder whether he had
béen convicted of an&' crime before.
He replied that he had, twice. After
remarkiog that his former experience
bad not done much toward reforming,
him, the court !mposed a penalty of
three years’ imprisonment in the peai-
tentiary.
Mr. Jones was then taken from the
court room to the Marshal's office
where, evidently with the intention of
humiliating him to as great an extent
as possiblg, he was handcuffed to Tre-
seder, and afterward removed (o the
penitentiary.

BISHOPF DRIGGS ARRESTED.

CHARGED WITH HAVING MORE THAN
ONE WIFE.—BAIL FIXED AT $2,500.

About one o’clock this afternoon
Deputies Pratt, Smith and Cannon ar-
rested Bishop A. G. Driggs at the lat-
ter’s house in Sugar House Ward. He
was brought before Commissioner
McKay at three o’clock. The complaint
agsinst him is sworn to by D. W.
Rench, and charges that, from Decem-
ber 1, 1883, to November 1, 1886, the de-
fendant (called in the complaint Pallas
Driggs) lived with Cornelia Driges and
Melvina Kimball as his wives.

Mrs. Cornelia Driggs was called as a
witness, She declined to testify, on
the ground that she was the defend-
ant's legal wife., The Cemmissioner

ruled that she must answer the ques-
tions, and in reply to Mr. Dickson, she

said—My name is Cornelia Pratt
Drigga;" I live in Sugar Houose
Ward, Salt Lake Coouty; 1 was

married to the defendant 19 years ago:
my younzest child, Haze', I8 t1wo yeu 8
old; I bave known Melovia Kimball
since she was a child; I do not know
where she lives: she was at home un-
til seven or eight years ago; I have
seen her once since then, three or four
cars since; she mever lived at my
ouse; heard a rumor, several years
ago,that she was married Lo my hus-
band; I never spoke to ham about it.

Mr. Dickson—Did hespeak to you?

Mr. Moyle objected, for the reasomn
that Judge Zane had held in the
Eardley case that a legal wife could
not be compelied to testily as to any
confldentisl communpication received
ifrom her husband.

Mr. Dickson denled that Judge Zane
had so ruled, notwithstanding the fact
that he was present at the trial of the
Eardley case.

usual degree of zeal and
faith. Her life was miraculously

preserved on the jourmey doripg a
frightful stamperde which ocourred,
Many of the animgls of the traim,in
their wild fright, leaped over the
wagon In which she was smplnx. andaj
in doing so broks the vehicle down,
but she escaped without injury.

She was married wo Thomas Jenklns
January 16, 1831, to whom she has
borne three sons and flve daughters.

Ing, zealous, faithful and patient, and
was grea'ly beloved by all who knew
her; in fact, she had not a single en-
emy.
