THREE PERSONS DROWNED.

A Boat Capsizes in a Slough at
SBnake River,

The saddest fatality we have been
called upon to chropicle in our jour-
calistic career occurred about five
miles west of town on Sunday after-
notn last &t flve o'cluck. Mr. Lot
Brown and Misses Annie and Amelia
Thompson were Bbating in & small
slough cut off by an island from the
main channel of Snake River,
when their boat capsized and all
three were drowned. Daa Cava-
naugh, !san eye witness to the sad
scene, states tbat the boat was in
a leaky condition, and when out about
fifteen feevw from the island bank the
young ladles became alarmed and
with scieams made a rush to the bow,
throwing sufficient welght on one side
to capsize the boat and turn them-
selves iante the treacherous water, Mr.
Brown and the younger sister, Amelia,
after a short struggle, sank to rise no
more, but Annie floated, apparentls
swimming, and when bhe, (Cav-
apaugh), reached her after a short run
around the bhead of the slough and
selzed her, he found her dead, though
still floaticg. An alarm was then
given, while the parties hurried to the
scenea  and made diligent search
tarough the night. The body of Brown
was not found until aboeut 6 o’clock
Monday morgping, and that ef Amelia
about 11 o'clock. Mr. Bro#n was a
rapcher liviog some five miles
west of town, and has been actively
engaged in freighting between this
Ylace and the mines of Custer Connty.
