Dr. Fowhr, however, went im-

mediately to work, administered a
dose of atropine, and ordcied
that plenty of strong cofice be also
t;iven. Dr. Potter was called, who
saw the bottle from which the mor-

phine had been taken and noticed t'aat
no such amount as twenty grains had
been remoed. A sixty-grai- n botlle
of morphine, similar to tQe one in Dr.
Oppen's room, was obtained, and
when weighed was found to contain
llfty-si- K erains : w hile the one which
had been used by the doctor contained
tl.'ty-ou- e grains, showing that the dose
taken had not exe,c led live irrains,
though this amount is surtlcient to
cause death in a person unaccustomed
to its use. The efforts of Dr. Fowler
were successful, and to-da- y Dr. Oppeu
is reported to be almost entirely well.
