IS SENTENCED ON FOUR COUNTS BE-

CAUSE HE WILL NOT PROMISE.

In the Third District Court this af-

ternoon the case of tbe Unitad States
vs. Wm. Jeffs, of this city, was called.

The indictment against the defendant
contained four counts, alleging un
lawful cohabitation with his wives
Mary N. Jeffs and Elizabeth Hamer
Jeffs, during th following periods:
Jan. 1, 1884. to Dec. 31, 1SS1; Jan. 1,
1885, to May 31, 1885; June 1, 1885, to
Dec. 31. 1885; Jan. 1. 1886. to May 31.
1886.

To this indictment tbe defendant
pleaded guilty, "as interpreted by tbe
courts."

Court Do you wish to be sentenced
now?

Mr. Jeffs I would like a week or two
to arrange my family affairs.

Coanf I will give you till Saturday
morning, at 10 o'clock.

Mr. Jeffs I would lust as soon take
it now, as bave only that time.

Court Is It vonr Intention to obev
the law in the future, or not?

Ms. Jeffs As to the luture, I caanot
betray tte trust God has reposed in
me. Iam a member of the Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter-da- y Saints, and
know of the tlirinltv of plural or ce
lestial marriage. As for the future, all
l can say is l wiu be truo to my re-

ligious covenants, and trust In God for
the result.

Court Well, if vou choose to obev
the Church instead of the laws of your
country, you can receive no leniency.Yoa will be sentenced to Imprisonmentla the penitentiary for a period of six
mouths on each, of the first three
counts, one month on the fourth, and
pay a one of $iuo on each count, and
the costs, and stand committed until
tbe fine and costs are paid.

TRIAL OF CARL JENSEN.
THE JURY RENDER A VERDICT OF

GUILTY.

The case of "the United States vs.
Carl Jensen was tried in tbe Third
District Court this afternoon. The
indictment in this case charges unlaw-
ful cohabitation with-Bets- ey Jensen
and, Anna Jacobsen. There were five
counts, from Sept. 1, 1883, to Dec. 81,
1883; Jan. 1, 1884, to June 80, 1884; Jnly
1, 1884, to Dec. 81, 1884; Jan. 1, 1885, to
July 30, 1885; Jnly 1, 1885, to Dec. 81,
1885; Jan, 1, 168C, to July 1, 1880.

Tbe following Jury was impaneled:
George Morrison, James Winchester,
S. C. Underbill, George Mnllett, Louis
Bamberger, Alfred Thompson, S. C.
Pancake, R. P. Martin, J. B. Wilson,
Albert Fischer, Joseph Foster, . M.
Bynon.

Anna Jacobsen Jensen was called.
She testified that she was married to
the defendant in 1881, since which tl jaehis first wife had not lived him.
They bad mutually agreed to separate,
and he bad hot lived with her since,
or recognised her as his wife. He had
lived with tbe witness during the
period named la (the indictment.

Magnus Olaen corroborated tbe first
wltne-- s' testimony. He bad seen de-
fendant going to Betsey's house, takingwood and other supplies, about once
in three months.

Mr. Dickson asked that the last
count be dismissed, and announced
that his case was finished.

Mr. Rawlins asked that the Conrt in-
struct the Jury that the law did not
presume move than one cohabitation
where he had separated from the first
wife; that under tbe circumstances of
this case there could be only one of-
fense.

Mr. Dickson opposed this view of the
case.

The Court refused to charge the Juryas requested, and a verdict of guiltywas rendered on four counts.
Sentence will be passed Thursday,

Dct.80.

Mr. Tate's Trial Postponed. The
case of the United States vs. John vY.

Tate, of Tooele, which was set for
trial in tbe Third District Court yes-terd- ey,

was taken up te-da- y. The in-

dictment alleges unlawful cohabita-
tion, and contains four counts. Upon
the names of tbe witnesses being
called, and no one responding to the
name of Emily Green Tate, Mr. Dick-
son atked that tbe case be set at the
foot of the calender.

Mr. Richards, for the defense, ob-

jected to this. All of the witnesses on
whose testimony tbe indictment bad
been found were present, and for the
case to be put off to await the pro-
curement of a witness who had never
been subpoenaed was unfair to the de-

fendant, who had come a considerable
distance for trial.

Mr. Dickson said the missing witness
was the alleged plural wife. The sub-
poena for her bad been issued last Au-

gust, but the officers had never been
able to find her. If she could not be
summoned .this term he would ask that
the case be continued to tbe next.

Hr. Richards objected to any such
experimental business. Tbe calling of
tbe defendant for trial in a week or so
and then putting it off again was a
hardship which the Court should not
Inflict. If there was any hope of get-
ting the witness the case might be
set; if not it Should be continued.

The Court said that in view of the
alleged relationship the prosecution
should have a fair opportunity of se-

eming tbe witness. Tbe Court could
not permit tbe ends of Justice to be de-

feated by tbe evasion of a witness.
Tbe casftV&s continued to Sept. 80th,

with the understanding that if the
witness waA not forthcoming, Mr.
Dickson would notify the defendant's
attorneys, and the case go over for tbe
term.

THE JUKY RXNDIRID A VERDICT OF

j GUILTY JUST THE SAME.

To-da- y the case of the United States
vs. James Higgins, of West Jordan,
eame up In the Third District Court.
The indictment charges tbe defendant
With unlawfully cohabiting Iwlth his
two wives, Mahela B. Htggtns and
Mary B. Iliggina, and contains five
counts, emoraclng the following
periods : September 1, 1883, to March
1,1884; April 1,1884 to May 81,1885;

June 1, 1885, to December 81,1885;
Jan. 1, 1886, to July 81, 1880.

The following jurors were called:
George Sen HI, J. M. Harvey, Joseph
Foreman, W. McKay, it. W.Crane,
Wells Clark, Thomas Davis, Chaiies
Shlells, Edward Berry, Frank Mc-

Laughlin, I. L. Osborne and E. M.
Bynou.

Joseph Foreman, Thomas Davis and
El. M: Bvnon were peremptorily chal
lenged by tbe defense.

Bowman (jannon, wosepn a osier ana
M. Dusseldorf were called to fill tbe
vacancies, and accepted.

Alary Foreman Higgins was the first
witness, and testified I was married
to the defendant 12 or 18 years ago, in
this city; have lived, since Sept. 1st.
183, at West Jordan, in his house; I
have net been away from home any
length of time during that period; I
know Mahela B. Higgins ; she has lived
at West Jordan ; not iu the same house
with me; the houses are but a few feet
apart; we lived In the same house a
few weeks When 1 was first married;
the defendant has lived in the brick
house since Sept. 1, 1883; he was away
from borne from January of this year
until some time in July, 1 think ; I do
not know where be was ; we separated
about four years ago; he has not been
to; stop in my house since; be used to
9tay with me a portion of the time be-
fore tbe separation ; I did not say to
the grand Jurv that this continued until
a year ago ; I told them four or five
years ago; thts was a few months ago.
(Mr. Dickson read from tbe grand Jury
nates, and the witness denied mak-
ing the statements therein contained.)
I have supported myself; the
cause of tbe separation was the pass-
age of the Edmunds bill; be has not
visited me as bis wife since then; he
may have been in the house several
times ; I was sick on one or two occa-
sions and be inquired after mv health;
I bave taken meals in his other house;
my relations with his other wife are

leas ant; I visit her; could not sayEaw often; it might be once a month;
I have taken dinner there a few times;
the oeienaant as at wora ; may nave
seen him there, but do not
know; I have been there in
the evening, a few times, but
very seldom ; 1 do not knew whether
defendant was there or not; he may
have been thereon some Occasions;
there has been a change m oar rela-
tions; neither Mrs. Higgins nor myself
have had any children oy the defend-
ant; during the past three years the
defendant came to my house toinquire
after my health ; this was when 1 was
sick; I was quite 111 two or three times;
my heaitb is not very good ; I do not
remember the dates when I wu sick ;
it was iu tbe summer time; 1 don't
think defendant was in my. house in
1885 ;do not remember his coming there
1884 or 188tf; lie may have been tnere in
18S3; I do not remember any occasion;
I know be called wfcen I was sick.

Tiie cross-examinati- on of the wit-
ness by Mr. Dickson was objected to
by the defense,and the former declared
that he exercised as much patience as
he could.

Tbe Court Instructed tbe witness to
state only facts which she could recol-
lect.

Witness, to Mr. Dickson I was sick
iu 185; I remember tixat the defend-
ant called at the house during that
year; he may have called when I was
not sick. "

Mr. Dickson, in a severe tone, com-
manded the witness to look at him, bat
the defense insisted that she could
look in what direction she pleased, so
long as she answered his questions.

Witness, to Mr. Dickson Tne de-
fendant may have been in my house
during the past three years when I
was not ill ; he has not beeu .there a
dozen times; there may have ibeen six
months between his visits; 1 bave not
sustained the relation of wife to him at
any time during the last three years.

Mr. Dickson held a short consulta-
tion with Deputy Marshal Smith, and
then called Wm. Dewden.

Mr. Dowden testified I know Mr.
Higgins and bis two wives; I live
about half a mile from them; I don't
go to their bouse once a month ; I save
been to Mary's house perhaps once a
year; I have been twice within the
past month ; may have been therg in
1S8& ; have not seen defendant
la-- : her house for several years;
never saw him there in 1885;
dor-- not remember seeing him In
1884; 1 bave only been there in
threshing time ; I don't remember meet-
ing him there in 1884.

Deputy Marshal Smith was sworn
and testified I arrested the defendant;
he was In the field; when be saw us
coming he hid in tne grass j I found him
and to k him to his house;; there are
two rooms in Mary's house; I think
there are three in tbe other; both
houses are under the same roof.

Wit ness, to Mr. Richards One house
Is of brick, the other frame, 1 think; it
is one building; tbere Is a space be-

tween; the roef covers tie space ; the
passage-wa- y Is covered with part of
ttje roof.

Mr. Dickson announced that the
prosecution rested.

James Winchester was called for the
deleuse and testified I know the de-
fendant's houses; they were built sep-
arately, the log Due first; tne brick
House w&sJtmilt five or six years after,
four or live l&et distant; tbe alleyway
was also roofed over.

Witness, to Mr. Dickson The alley-
way was covered after the roof was
put on the new building.

Mr. Winchester was then called for
the prosecution. The defenseobected
to tbe reopening of tbe case. Objec-
tion overruled. Witness testinea I
am acquainted with defendant and bis
wives ; l live quarter of a mite distant;
I was at the house last fall; the de
fendantand both wives were in lUv
brick house when I called.

The case was then submitted to the
Jury without argument.

On motion of Mr. Dickson, the fifth
count in tbe indictment was dis-miss- ed.

S.

Tne Court charged the Jury that if
the defendant associated with bis plu-
ral wife as a wile, a verdict of guilty
should be rendered. If tbe circum-
stances bore a semblance of the asso-
ciation being in tbe marriage relation,
tbe verdict should be guilty. He must
be acquitted unless proven guilty be-

yond a reasonable doubt.
Tbe jury then retired, and the Court

took a recess until 9 p, uj.
At that boar the jury returned and

gave a verdict of guilty on all lour
eonnts.
