Town,

A CITY FOR YOUNGSTERS.

They Will Run Things Absolutely With
Their Own Laws and Officers
To Enforce Them,

Chleago, Nov, 5—A dispatch to the
Tribune from Richmond, Indlana,says:

A boys' town, populated by 600 boys,
policed by boys, officered by boys and
for boys' own pleasures and (nstruc-
tion, 18 to be an attraction at the Wi«
nona assembly next year, The trust-
ees announced yesterday that they had
authorized Judge Willis Brown of the
Juvenile court of Salt Lake Clty to
take charge of such a project and or-
ganize a boys' municipality.

The boys will have a section of the
grounds set apart for them. They will
live In tents, The city will be the first
of 1ts Kind in the United Btates.

In connection with the scheme will
be a school for officers of the Y. M, ¢,
A., Sunday schools, public schools, ju-
venlle court, judges and other stu-
dents of the boy problem,

Judge Willis Brown |8 to be congrat-
ulated upon recefving the appointment
to supervise the establishment of “a
boys' town." That he has the quali-
flcations to bring to a successful cons
summation the scheme set forth in the
above dispatch goes without saying.
He has been 4 ¢lose student of the
“young idea,” and when this new ex-
periment {8 tried thoroughly he will
return to Salt Lake with new and valu-
able ldeas concerning the work he has
undertaken,

Admitting that Judge Brown may
have made some mistakes in hig rulings
here, (t will not be digputed that he
hag done. a great deal of good among
the youth of Salt Lake City. A num-
ber of good organizations ara the re-
sult of his persistent efforts, and it
{s not lmprobahle that he will some
time establish “a boys' town” here,

CHANGE OF PHYSICAL DEATH.

Yearning to Know Something About
Present State of Departed Need
Not Go Unsatisfied,

Dean Brewster preached in 8t. Mark's
cathedral yesterday morning on "The
Lite to Come,” from Matt, xxil, 82;
""God s not the God of the dead but of
the lving." The speaker sald in part:

“The yearning to know gomething of
the present state of those dear ones
whom physical death has parted from
us must be in the hearts of all those
who have Iived long enough to experis
ence such separation. And I do not
think this longing need remaln wholly
unsatstied. We do not need to stifle
the generous {mpulse which prompts tha
question, ‘What does the change of
physical death mean for the faithtul
departed?”

"This questlon fs, perhaps, not fully
answered for all of us by the Easter
revelation. That Easter gospel, so far
a8 It bears upon the life beyond the
Rrave, speaks of o triumphant resur-
rection, a glorification of our personalf-
ty. ‘While we shrink from the foolish
ppo«-ulutmn of which Bt. Paul gpeuks—
how are the dead ralsed up, and with
what body do they come? —yet weshare,
I hope, the confidence he expresses 1o
those resounding words of our burial

Brady, and Calvin Cobb of the Bolse
Statesmai An unscheduled stop was
made at Minidoka, A erowd surround-
ed the train, and Mr. Taft spoke briefly
to them, referring speclally to the
great reclamation wark being done by
the government on the Minidoka tract,

nor, a great crowd was assembled with
& band Mr, Taft sald he had come to
Idaho for two purposes.  Onae was to
urge the of electing a Re-
publican congressman to sustain the
president fin his work, The other was
to urge the electlon of Gov. Gooding.
He said The question with respect
to Gov. Gooding i# whether he shall be
turned down Lecause he has done his
duty, The question {8 whether, when
& governur charged with the duty of
preserving the peace and instituting
proceedings to puiish crime, has done
#0, ho snall be turned down becdause
those who have been charged with
¢ring have been brought to answer,
The moral of this should be that the
people of Jdaho are not in favor of

Another speech was made at Glenn's
Ferry, a rajlway town. There the sec-
retary reviewed the steps tuken by the
governor in connection with the cases
of the men accused of the murder of
former Gov.
