Of the 200,000,- -
000 sterling which in twenty years
is borrowed from the credulity of
European Exchanges, a large part
has been spent upon its military
aud naval establishments. The re
sult is before us. It is at war with
Serbia, which has a iopulatiou
under a million aud a half, and an
ai my which is variously stated at
from 3,Hu to f,uuu. it u also at
war with tho few scores of thou-
sands of that very martial people
who inhabit the mountain tract of
Montenegro. Upon these handfuls
of our race, an empire of more than
30,000,000 discharges all its might;
and, after two months of desperate
activity, it greatly plumes itself
upon having incompletely succeed-
ed against Serbia, and less doubt-
fully failed against Montenegro.

1) we ever
meet with a diseui-e- fish in a liv
ing state? No.

Of all diet most conducive to
health fish is predominant, very
nutritious, palatable, and easily
digested. From a Report read be-
fore the Iioyal Society of 12dinburgh
upon the nutritive power of all or
dinary articles or animal food, of
muscle and fat, dett rmined by their
several specific gravities and by the
percentage of solid matter, wo
glean these facts: Mackerel, speci
fic gravity .1043; solid matter .37;
eel .1034.33; salmon .1071.1:9; trout
.10o3.22; beef .1078.20; veal .1070.27;
mutton .1069.20; fowl .1075.27. It
will thus be seen that the
range of nutritive power is in favor
of nsh. 1 he salmon, mackeiel and
eel contain more solid matter than
beef, results no doubt surprising to
many of the economical Utah lath
ers of large families.

Disraeli on the Eastern Question.

London, Sept. 20, 1S76.

TheEarl of Beaconfields(late Mr,
Disraeli) made a speech in Ayles-
bury to-da- y. He said that early in the
year, because of failing strength, he
informed the Queen that she must
not count upon his services after
the conclusion of the session of
Parliament. He then contemplat
ed closing his political career, but
had retained the premiership at
the unanimous wian of the Queen
and his colleagues. Ha believed
there never was an .English gov
ernmeut which had more difficult
affairs to deal with than the pre-
sent one at this moment. Under
ordinary circumstances, whatever
were the external difficulties of the
British foreign Ministers, he would
have the consolation of know
ina that he was backed by the
countrv. But it would be atfecta
tion to pretend for a moment that
such at the present time was the
position of Her Majesty's govern-
ment. Unhappily a great portion
of the people have arrived at con
elusions which the government
think will, if carried into efl'ect, be
injurious to the interests or Eng-
land and fatal to any chance of the
maintenance of European peace.

Lord Heaconsfleld, while prais
ing even impolitic enthusiasm as
elevating a country, proceeded to
stigmatize as worse than the Jsul
garian atrocities the conduct of
any man who would avail himself
of popular enthusiasm for the at-
tainment of his individual ends by
a course which he may know to be
injurious to the interests of his
country and the welfare of man
kind, lie continued

"I will relate what even at the
latest moment is the prospect of
maintaining peace, and what I
think not of th inferior Importance
is the vital interests of England."

He then proceeded to review the
course of the Eastern question.
After the refusal to agree to the
Berlin memorandum the British
government communicated freely
and frankly with the other Powers.
Lord Derby lost no time in laying
down principles upon which he
thought tranquility might be re-

established. These communica-
tions were taking place constantly.
There never was a more monstrous
assertion than that during this time
the government was carrying on a
sort of war with Russia. VVe re-

ceived, on the whole, from all the
great Powers, a cordial attempt to

te with us in every way;
but from no Bower did we receive
thajt assistance so cordially and
completely as from Russia. I think
that in the spring of the present
year the negotiations might have
resulted in peace on principles
which would have been approved
by every good man; bat, unexpect-
edly, Servia that is to say, secret
societies of Europe, acting through
Servia declared war on Turkey.In conducting tho government of
the world there are not only sover-
eigns and ministers but secret so-

cieties to be considered, which have
agents everywhere reckless agents
who countenance assas.sination,and
If necessary can produce a massa-
cre. War between Servia and the
Porte having commenced it was
quite impossible to carry out the
views which we suggested. Th
Servian war is wicked and outrage-
ous. Servia in its relations with
the Porte has violated every prin-
ciple of honor and morality.

The speaker proceeded to give
details of the British offer of good
offices to Servia. He pointed out
that although Lord Derby was ac-
cused of doing nothing, he induced
Turkey, at the moment when she
had triumphed over those whom
she considered had rebelled and
outrageously invaded her, to agree
to a suspension of hostilities with-
out date, leaving the Powers them-
selves to fix the terms of peace.

Ue closed by saying: "The next
step for the British government to
take is to revert exactly to the posi-
tion which it occupied before the
Servian war began, namely to at-
tempt, with the concurrence of all
the European Powers, to settle the
relations between the Porte and
the Christians on the avowed basis
laid down by Lord Derby, I believe
all the great Powers sincerely de-
sire to come to a conclusion oa the
subject. Is it the desire of any sen
sible man that instead of such a
ceurse. we should pursue wild plans
for driving the Turks from Europe,
which, everv European fKovern- -
ment is aware, would, if attempt-
ed, lead to a European war. JXew
