Daniel Stuart ana myseit jeic nere
on horseback, (the animals being
kindly furnished by IJro. Kobert K.
Church) on the 13th of December,
for a pioneer missionary tour into
E&et Tennessee, traveling aa dUl
the disciples of our Savior, entirely
without purse or scrip. we pene-
trated as far east as - Knoxvil'e.
within about 20 miles of the IS otto
Carolina llDe. Aud although we
traveled without money, as the
sros pel requires, we made ana round
friends to feed, shelter and lodge
us, etc. This is a hilly, rolling
country, well timbered, with some
One little valleys aad open land?;
soil in many piapea good and pro
ductive; iu other parts the soil tie

thin aud niodufces but Utile. . lne
country is dotted with villages and
farm houses. The people, generally
ppeahing, are In fair circumstances;
but theie are aUo thousands of fa
mi Ufa that are very poor, who find
It difficult to obtain the commop
necessaries of lifv. Fully oee
third of the people are outside the
pains of any church.

The winter beintr unusually
vere1 for this section of the country,
the thermometer failing - several
times below zero, we were only
able to hoi J a few public meetings,
13 in all, during an of 80
day. At our public gather
ines we had an averaze atten
dance of about ..77 straDges,
We had good meetings and atten
live hearers. We also taught. tb
truth by the fire side to at least 1,50
families, many of whom would
keep us up till a lata hour at night,
answering Questions and exDlaih
ing to tbem the pricciples of eter
nal truth. We bave been instfu
ments in the hands of God of break,
log down much prejudice, and here
ami mere we rounu a person ;or
family who were favorably and
deeply impressed with the truth;
and uuite a number of persons who
nromiried tn send for conies of the
Hook of Mormon and Voice of
Warning ai.d continue their inves-
tigations. We had with us a fw
of C. It Havaze's fine views of Halt
Lake City, the Great Salt Lake
our mountain scenery, etc , which
we showed to many families. They
were viewed with Interest by all
classes of neonle. !

As usual we found priest and
editors, with but few exceptions
hostile and bitter in their denuncla
tions but the. iofagainst u?; masses

. .cr L! jtne people were witting yo near,auu
eeine aoxious to investigate tUe
subject of the gospel. Near tjie
Clinch River, on this side of Knox- -

ville, we found t worthy family iof
six souls by the name or Harris
who had been prepared by dreamt
for our coming, who received ua
kindly and believed our testimonies
in regard to the great latter-da- y
work. They have not yet bein
baptized, but-wil- l be, the first fa
vorabie opportunity; They are
of Welsh descent and a familyor etanuing ana cnaracter. 'ineynave already seia - out tneir farm
and are winding up tthoir busiDess
preparatory t3 emigration. Mr. U
accompanied us three miles on our
return, and, when taking leave pf
us, he was affected to tears.

We re
turned on the 3rd Inst., and were
welcomed back by Elder Joseph
Argyle and the Saints of this Coit--
rerence.
