The Lee Trial.
Beaveii, Sept. is.

In the Leo trial this morniug
Spicer made a motion that Lee be
discharged, on the ground that the
statutes of 18-3- under which he
was indicted, had been repealed by
an act or me governor anu territo-
rial legislature, passed and coming
into eilect at 1- - m., JSiarcn n,
1875. He read several sections from
manuscript sheets of the new penal
code, citing numerous authorities
from Bishop on Statutory crimes,
ee. lol, 17") 0 7 in support of eec.

page I, new penal code, claiming
that Jjte must be uiscnarged: lie
also read from tho United States
digest for 1S70, page 657, section
S9, and argued that that statute
was not retroactive; and from the
United States digest of 1S73, page
7C3, tedious i 't and GG, and other
authorities. Ho continued to ar
gue at great length iu support of
mi motion, ami concludeu by say-
ing that the legislative assembly
intended when constructing the
new penal code, that all persons
guilty of crimes previous to the
passage of saiJ code, should be
pardoned and condoned; that
prison do( rs were all to be opened
and the guilt set free, and it was
to be the auvent of a year of jubi-
lee to evil-doer- .j.

The prosecution made no reply.
Judge Boreman, replying, said: I

do not think there is any thing in
the point raised, admitting that
the statute of lb-5- is expressly re-

pealed, but the authorities cited
were not applicable to the case,
and the Judge could not see that
any jubilee was granted to John I.
Lee by the territorial legislature or
by the law.

The general impm-sio- is-- that
the jury will ugtee on a verdict of
guilty, as charged in the indict-
ment, it is saiil the defence will
take an appeal.

Bkavuii, Utah, Sept. 19lh.
Thin morning Bishop began his

eloeing speech for the defense. He
reviewed the evidence with toler-
able accuracy, handling and inter-
preting portions as given by each
witness to his side of the question,
aud denounced several as having
testified to only such facts as relat-
ed to Lee,screeuing themselves and
showing, in his mind, that they
were actual and some willing par-
ticipators in the massacre; that the
church had resolved to sacrifice
Lee, discarding him and leaving
him to a late consequent on such
evidence as had been intro-
duced. He assailed the evi-
dence of Nephi Johnson, Mc-Mur- dy

aud Hamblin with consid
erable ridicule, denouncing it as
untrue, anil that these witnesses
were part of a conspiracy to hang
Lee, conjuring the jury not to con-
sent to this sacrifice by their ver-
dict, in order to lift the odium and
cloud of guilt that the world had
cat upon the "Mormon" people
because of the massacre; but throw
aside the evidence of men's hands
imbrued with blood. He closed
his remarks at 11:45 a.m., having
occi!ie 1 all the morning, reading
also a proclamation of President
Voting, with accompanying in-

structions, September, 1857, when
Governor of the Territory, as to the
aimy supposed to be coming from
the ea?t with hostile intentions to-

wards the peoplo, begging the jury
to consider the peculiar state or the
ccuntiy f t that time, the emi-
grants h.iving aggravated the Indi-
ans to such an extent that nothing
less than tluir destruction would
appca- - their wrath.

Howard commenced the closing
spci-c- in the case at ten minutes
to I "J, and in to Bishop's
reunw ks said he had been engaged
const. niiy dining the psst three
months in sifting the facts and
ever thing te'uled or connected
with tho massacre. As in his
opening address, he repeated again
that he had come there for the pur-
pose of trying John D. Lee, be-

cause the evidence led aud pointed
to him as the main instigator and
leader, and he had given the jury
unanswerable documentary evid-
ence preving that the authorities
of the "Mormon" church knew
nothing of the butchery till after
it was committed, and that Lee,
in his letter to President Young
a few weeks after, had know-
ingly misrepresented the ac-
tual facts relative to the massacre,
seeking to keep hitn fclill in the
dark ami in ignorance; that he de
nounced the afperions hurled by
Bishop against the testimony of
Hamblin, McMurUy and Johnson,
and defied him aud tho woild to
disprove or impeach their testi-
mony, lie had read all the assis
tance any United States ofiicial
could a-- k on earth in any case.
Nothing had been kept back, and
he was determined to clear the
calendar of every indictment
against any and eveiy actual guilty
participator in the massacre, but he
did lwu intend to prosecute any
erne that had been lured to the
Meadows at the time, many of
whom were only young boys and
knew nothing of the vile idan
which Leo originated and carried
out for the destruction of the emi- -
crrants.

Howard is now delivering the
most able and tloquent address
ever heard in this country, voice
anu argument are plainly heard in
the resideuces around the court
house.

practical agriculturist, author and
statistician, writes to tho Times
u regard to the wheat crop as fol

lows
"The condition aud Quality an

all tiiat can be desired, but as
thresh iug proceeds the yield con-
tinues more disappointing. The
land under wheat in the United
Kingdom this year is three million
one hundred and thirty-si- x acres,
winch is six hundred and seventy- -
eight thousand below the average
of 1374 and the seven preceding
years, a decline of over twenty
per cent. on the average
growth. The decline from last year
is three hundred and seventy-eigh- t
tnousand acres, but that will be
more than compensated by the in
creased yield per acre and the
higher quality. I put the gross
product of the present crop at ten
millions, six hundred thousand
quarters; deducting 800,000 quarters
lor seed, win leave y.800,000 for
consumption. At the present rate
of consumption with us we requireror me coming year about 13.00U- ,-
000 quarters, from stocks in hand
and foreign importation. This is
the fourth year in succession in
which America has been our main
dependence. If that should fail in
any material degree, it will be im
possible to nil the gap elsewhere.
In none of the European wheat ex-

porting countries has there been an
average crop. Jsritisn India has
largepy increased her export, which
in me last eigut montns reached
nearly live per cent of our whole
foreign supply. With no quarter
from which we can expect an
increased supply, and with
some prospect of a diminution in
the American supply, it is sat-
isfactory to know that we begin
with a large stock from the surplus
of last year's import. The very fine
quality df wheat of all countries
warrants an increase of price. In
consequence of the decreased area
under cultivation we may before
long expect such a moderate in
crease on the low price of the la9t
two years as to leave some profit to
both home and foreign growers. "

hand, breaking that finger also.
One ball entered the left hand,
glancing upward, and coming out
jiiHt above the wrist, breaking the
leit arm. Another ball entered
his back, a little to the riirht of the
epinal column; this ball did not
pass out, but was extracted. An-
other ball (the only one) is buried
in the fleshy part of the thigh and
cannot be extracted, Mrs. Duce
received one shot, which entered
on the right side of the neck, pass-
ing through and lodging on the
left side, from whence it was ex
tracted.

The wounded persons were re
moved to the Beardsley House,and
Dr. 1. Li. Anderson, assisted by
Dr. A. S. Condon, were called in,
who set and bound up the fractured
members of the body, dressed the
numerous other wounds, aud ad-
ministered such soothing medicines
as were thought advisable. Mrs.
Duce was removed In a vehicle and
Thomas on a bier to the residence
of Mr. Chailes Welsh, on Franklin
Street, where they receive every
attention of their many kind
friends in this city. Good hopes
are entertained of an early recovery
of the mother, hut the son lies in a
very precarious condition. The
husband and father, and also the
wife of the son, were immediately
informed of the accident, by tele-
graph, but will not be able io reach
here until w. The sad
occurrence was purely accidental,
and I am informed that the agent
here has said that Wells, Fargo &
Co. will pay all costs for medical
attendance, etc.
