MID D KPT TREASURE.
TICK CONTBNT8 OF A NORTH CAROLINA

CAVB. .

I met in Richmond the other dav the
old man who ia known in Western
North Carolina and Western Virginiaaa the "Treasure Hunter." and when I
urged a strong dee ire to know how he
came by his title.he expressed bis will
ingness to sit down ior a talk.re begin with." he said. "I am a
single man and have no relatives in
America. I came from EreJaBdin
1872, and intended to bay land and set-
tle down at Greensboro, N. C. At Pe-
tersburg, Va., while en route, I was
taken eiek and robbed of my money.some $6,000. and when 1 reached
Greensboro I bad only about $75 left.
I was naturally broken up and dis
couraged, and after a little time I
drifted Into the mountain range to the
west of Statesvllle, lound a comforta-
ble cave in which to live and became a
hunter-hermi- t. For the first three
months I saw only two human faces.
I became tccuptomed to thin wild
and solitary life, and entered the
towns enly when driven to do so by
want ol provisions or ammunition.

"It was one day In 1873 that I en
countered a hunter in the mountains
who told me that I was regarded by.
the outride world as a treasure hunt-
er, and that there was much curiosity
concerning my movements. It bad
teen reported that I haaiouaa a box
of gold ic a cave, and a scare of men
were searching the ranges lu the hopes
of meeting with luck. This was the
urst time the idea oi treasure ' caa
crossed my raind. In my rough Jaunts
I had uncovered several caves, but bad
not stopped to explore any of them, as
l nao no tnoogat mat tney Baa ever
been occupied by man. When I separ
ated from the hunter, who appeared to
be a yeiy honest man, I sat dowu to
wondem it were sossioie ior iuck to
come back to me through some rich
find, and though I at the
thought when It first came up, I soon
became deeply interested, and that
night I scarcely slept for speculating
en what roicnt turn on.

"Bright and early next morning I
was oft up the range to the northwest.
having as my objective point a cave
which 1 naa aiscoverea moiitnu ot tore
In the Iron mountains, southwest of
Morgantown. It took me a day and a
half to reach it, for it was in summer,
and the mountains were covered with
plants, roots and vines to obstruct
travel. The mouth of the cave was
under an overhanging ledge, where I
bad crept for shelter from a fierce rain-
storm, and before leaving the neigh-
borhood I en lered it far enough to see
that it was a very roomy place, and
that fires had been built there at some
time by the hands of man. It seemed
to me as I pursued my Journey that
this cave would be more likely than
any ether to contain something, but
the nearer 1 came to it the more ridi-
culous seemed the idea of treasure.
Refugees aad deserters from the Con-
federate army no doubt sought the
mountains for hidiBg-place- s, and after
the war they were Infested by outlaws
and moonshiners. I might possibly
find a rusty gnn or knife, but I ceuld
hope for nothing more.

"I came to the spot about noon of
the' second day, and to tell you the
truth I was quite disgusted with my-
self for beiBg carried away as I bad
been. I built a tire, cooked a partridge
I had shot, and made no move toward
entering the cave for a couple of hours.
Then I forced myself against my bet
ter Judgment to prepare three or four
torches and light one and enter the
place. The opening was about as large
as a hogshead, but scarcely had 1 gone
ten feet when the cave became a cham-
ber. There was a pretty strong draft
coming out of it, proving that it had
another opening, and the floor and
sides were as dry as a bone. It was a
good place for snakes and varmint,
and I proceeded very cautiously on
that account. Tte firebrands 1 had
previously discovered bad been undid
Curbed. The fire had been built Just at
the entrance of a circular chamber
which must have been twenty-fiv- e

feet across, and the draught would
take all the smoke out of the mouth of
the cave and scatter it among the thick
nines. I found not only a large heap
of ashes and charred brands, but a pile
of fagots which had been laid aide
and never burned. Near by were a
moldy old haversack, a heap of mold
representing a woolen blanket, an
army belt, a rusty revolver, a bayonet.
a lot of bones of birds and animator
ana a pair oi doois wnicn aaa oecome
useless to me owner Deioro ne threw
them away.

"It was plain enough that outlaws,
deserters or refugees had made this
cave their hiding-plac- e, and I began to
look for further relics. I started to the
right aad circled the chamber Just half,
and then came to a narrow passage-
way leading into a second chamber. I
went back and circled to the left, but
found nothing until l again reached
this passage. Leaving a torch burning
In the outer chamber, I lighted a second,
and passed into the next. The rift or
passageway was about ten feet long.
and there was almost enougbt draughthere to extinguish my torch. The tem-
perature of the cave stood at about 60
degrees, while that of the summer day
outside was fully 85 degrees."I found the second chamber to be
an almost square room, measuring. I

TUB ORIGIN OF GEOMETRY.
TUK DISCOVERY OF ITS PRINCIPLES

ASCK1BKD TO TUB ANCIENT
EGYPTIANS.

Tbe origin of this science is asci ibed
to the Egyptians, who, having their
landmarks annually washed away by
inundations, in efforts to devise a plat
for readily restoring tbem, discovered
the principles of geometry. From them
1 Dales, ol Miletus, one of tbe "seven
wise men" of Greece, is said to have
learned tbe elements of the science
lie introduced it Into Greece about COO

B. C. Pythagoras, half a century later,
having also learned the science of the
Egyptians, enriched it by the proposi-
tion which still bears his name, to wit,that the square described on the

of a right-angle- d triangle
is equal to the aum of the squares on
the other two sides.

Plato, about 890 B. C, invented the
study oi conic sections, and throughthese and the use of the analyticmethod of demonstration, he made
great advances in the science. Tbe
elements of geometry were compiled
Dy i&ucaa, zoo a. Kj. rnis author in
trod need a device of reasoning that
has been found very useful where nei
ther direct proof (the cynthestic
method) or the analytic method could
be readily used ; it consists in provingthe truth of a proposition by
assuming it contrary a truth
and showing that this "impliesa logical absurdity. Apollonius was a
geometer who lived ' about 230 B. C
and whose work in tbe science has not
been surpassed by the most brilliant
achievements of others since. Archi-
medes, a contemporary of Apollonius,first polygons in. circles.
Hipparchus. in tbe second craturv be
fore Christ, and Ptolemy in the second
century after Christ, applied mathe-
matics to astronomy.

f rom about fioo to low A. o . during
tne aarancss ei ins Middle Asres. the
selense made no advance au.l was lit-
tle studied. Viela. who lived from
1540 to 1603, revived tbe ancient geo-metr- v.

The demonstrations of Ktn- -
ler, Koberval and Pascal in the seven-
teenth eentury greatly stimulated
geometrical investigation. But to
Descartes, who published a volume of
geometrical problems in 1637, the
world owes chiefly the invention of
analytic of modern geometry. Mew- -
ton discovered the differential calculus
in 1665. In 1799 the first descriptive
eeojovtry was published in Paris byProf. Monge. Chicago Inter-O- e an.
