And he took it and did eat be-
fore them." So that we see that an
immortal being could eat mortal food,or food of this earth; for according to
that which is written, it appears our
Savior did eat upon this occasion, and
yet there Is no intimation that he had
blood. But the Scriptures tell us Hewas quickened by the Bplrit. And the
