They rushed
to close quarters and swarmed oyer th
badies of thelr aecld and waunde
cemrades. The English troops, alter
the first round bad been dred, fought
with shortened sabres and with sword
bayonets, wielded st half-arm length,
Col. Barnaby was killed hy the thrust
of an Arab’s spear. which entered his
neck and severed the jugular vein.
When Gen, Stewart's horse was shot,
the rider fell to the ground and was
badly shaken, but he soon recovered
and obtalned another horse. The
English soldiers had neither food nor
water since the night before the battle.

Terrible Avalanches,

A specig] frqm Rome says: Terrihle
accounts continue to be recelved from
the region of the Piedmontese Alps of
casualties and destruction caused by
snow slorms and avalanches. Twenty
houses were destroyed and forty per-
sons killed at Bargorino. Fifty houses
were demolished at Frassinerie and
the number of fatal casualties that oc-
curred were eleven. In the littie vil-
lage of Frassing, whigh has a total pop-
niution of less than 1,800, seventy m-
sens were killed. Soldlers have a
sent to all the places named to assist
the villagers in digging out the dead
and rescuing the wounded.
