troyed by lire this afternoon Losses
on building and contents will aggre-
gate about > 200 uoo The elevator
contained 1115000 bushels of grain
valued at JSJOOOO the property of P
D Armour The groin was fully in-
sured

At 130 p m the fire seemed to get
beyond control and ws spreading-
rapb1ty Into the lumber district

The elevator stood at Lumber and
Brown streets on the west bank of the
Chicago river near the Znd street lum-
ber district It was used as a grain
warehouse by 11 D Armour and had
a capacity of 32COOOO bushels The
cupola of tile elevator fell In within
nn hour After the Unmes were dlscov
Fred and after that the fire department
rapidly lot control

Under the influence of a strong wind
the flames began to spread In every
direction and consumed huge ptlep of
lumber within a few squares of tile
