Eolution of Oubic and Bi Quad-
ratic Equations; by Orson Pratt,
Sen.—The above work, i:sued from
a London Press, contains seme dis-
cullsfons which are unique and
valuable. Its author, Orson Pratt,
is one of Lhe leaders in the Mermon
Church at 8alt Lake City. In the
preface the author claims, by the
discovery of the **Equation of Dif-
ferences'’ and corrollaries resulting
therefrom, to have dispensed with
the abstruse theorem of Bturm and
the very laborious method of Hor-
per, in determining the limits and
approximate numerical values of
the real roots of an equation.
