We have received n re-
ply from him.

Your reputation for fair
dea.lug and honesty with foreign
nations lias been such In the just
that we cannot believe that you
mean to break the treaty without
reason or excuse. Hut that you
have done so tin re can ! no doubt,
aud if we find the United States
means to persist in excluding the
Chinese from its shore we shall
proceed to the same tactics. Any
rupture bitween the two nations
will of couire injure American in-

vestments."
What is believed in China to be

the reason for your exclusion?"
IT IS OENtatALLY

to be the work of inlitlciaus. I
know, df course, your argument
about cheap lalor and destruction
of fair wages. You say that China-
men come to America aud save all
the money they can and then take
it home with them; that they do
not become citizens. Well, is tint
not exactly what everj- - American
in China is doing? Tho Chine-- e

have built your great Western rail-
roads, ana their cheap labor lias
made posslblu and has carried
through to successful completion
works and enterprises which would
be impossible with other labor. The
Chinese are satisfied with small
wages aud do not strike. When
they are driven out the capitalists
will be at the mercy of other foreign
laborers, who will not work socheap
and who will combine and strive to
Jeopardize capital. Chinese cheap
labor has been tried In various parts
of the world and was always a
success."
