Henry Ward Beecher in a Dying
Condition.

ANOTHER MES DRUCE---LUCKY.

By Telegraph to the NEws.| * -
Berder Troubles,

Sax Fraxcisco, March 16.—Nogales,
Arizopna, date: Governor Toires, el
Sqnora, Mexico, and sheriff, accom-
panied by Colonel Arﬂzu, arrived this

mording fromm Hermosillo. Govermor
Torres, on learuing the particulars of
the affair of Tuesday, censured the
Mexican consul, Senor Labadie, in
unmeasured terms for not delivering
Lientenant Gipetterez, who led the
suldiers in the attack on the Ameri-
cans, to the Americac authorities Im-
mediately. 'Colonel Arvizu, in order to
clear himself, stated to the governor
that the Americans were In fanlt,
whereupon the governor eaid: *“‘The
Awnericans are not in fault. They were
not in Mexico fighting you. What
basiness pad your soldiers In_ the
United Statesr” The governor is
nighly indignant at the action of the
local Mexican authorities. On learn-
ing that Senor vm{:ie?' chief of the
Mexican police, had :n removed for
refusing to take 8 hand agalinst the
Americans, he immediately reinstated
him. He was ordered to take a force
of men to secme Lieutenant Ginet-
terez and turn him over to the United
States authorities. The chiel there-
upon dispatched ten men on horse-
back, fuily armed, to scour the country
and bring in Ginetterez, dead or alive.
‘T'his, it Is belleved, will prevent fur-
ther trouble.

WasHINGTON, March 5.—The Presi-
dent acted on a large number of par-
don cases yesterday. '

H. M. Camp wag convicted of em-

bezzlement and sentenced in Jamuary
1884, to five years imprisonment at har

labor in the territorial prison, Idabo
and to pay a filne of $1,000 and shnc‘
committed until paid. The President
granted s pardon in tnis case and en-
dorsed the ngpl]cadon as follows: “In
my opliaion there have been

GRAVE DOUBTS .

4s to the gullt of this convict, He has
been lmprisoned under his sentence
for more than a year. His characker
prior to conviction and all his sur-
roundings are, I think, a sufficient
guaranty in any event of his future
good conduct.”

A pardon was also granted in the
case of He Ying and He ,Lung, who
were convicted in the eastern district-
of Arkansas of violating the Ilunternal
revenue tax and sentenced to thirty
days’ confinement and to pay a tax of
$100. The President's endorsement of
this case was: “'If any part of the sen-
tence in this case remains unexecutd,
let the coavicts be pardoned; If not
let the matter remain as,it 8. The
thirty days’ imprisonmeunt expired

If they are still detained for the fine,
let that and all else b : remitted.”

The President also granted a pardon
in the caseof J. W. Alden, convicted
of violating the postal laws and sen-
tenced Beptember 16th, 1886, to one
year's gimprisonment in the United

states wnitenl.iury at McNelil’s

Island, s Washington Territory. He
endorscd the application: *‘Granted
apon the gtound that owing to

tbe youth of the convici and the cir-
camstances of the case, 1 am satisfled
that the ends of justice will he as well
subserved by the punishment already
sufiered and Lthe prospects of the boy
as well secured by the imprisonment of
five months already suffered as if he
were - longer contined in his place of
imprisonment.”

who was convicted of polygamy and
unlawidl cohabitation, and sentenced
in November, 1834, to lfve ears and six
months in the Utah Penitentiary and
10 puy & tine of $250.

The Great Divineim a Dying Condi.
teon.

New York, March.6.—Rev. Heuory
Ward Beeclier has had a piroke of apo-
plexy, and now lles umconscious.
While hoping t bat the attack may not
prove fatal, Tnva fears are entertain-
ed by his family and intimate friends
that his labors as a pastor in this world
bave ended. Beecher ‘resides with his
son, Colonel Henry Beecher, at the
corner of Hicks and Clark sireets, in
Brookiyn., A son who is in the West,
apother in San Francisco, and Mrs.
Schofleld, his daughter, hate been
telegraphed for. Colonel Beecher has
als0 telegrapbed for bis som, who is i
Yale Uolﬁca Colonel Beecher and
brother, ex-Assistant District Attor-
ney Wm. C. Beecher, with his wife and
Mrs. Beechér, were at the bedside of
the great clergyman all day, They
were complétely overcome wilth grief
at his condition. He has always been
in such ®

GOOD HEALTH
and, apparently, was so hale for his
age, that they could hardly realize that
he was lying thert in such a helpless
condition.  His attack came on so0
gtadually that his wile and son are
unable Lo renlize the fullextent of Lhe
illness, : -

Beiween 2 and ¥ o'clock yesterday
morping Beecher awoke and com-
plained of being sick., His wife arose
L0 get something for him o driok. He
began to vomlit freely, and then lay
back upon his plllow apparently ex-
hausted. In a short time he fell uleer.
Mrs. Beecber concluded that he would
feel better in afew howrs. The first
breakfast bell ramg, but did not
awaken him. The second bell also
passed unheeded. Mrs. Beecber had
been up for some time and did not gish
10 disturb him. Becowiog alarfied,
she made an attempt to

but could not do so. She called her
son and daughter-in-law. They tried
te arouse him. He endeavored to
speak, but his volce was thick and
articulation indistinct. Dr. W. 8.

Beecher qu‘te ill, but did not appre-
hend Iimmediate danger. During
the day Beecher seemed to improve.
and hopes were entertained that be
would rally.

“Terrible Acerdent omn the Iron Moun

8t. Louis, March 6 —The rallway
accident on the Ihon Mountaia R.KR.,
near Decator, Mo., which was _very

briefly referred to late last night, while
not being at all unususl in regard to
fatal casualties, proves to have been
qaite remar kable in respect to several
circomstapces which attended it. It
occurred at Victora, 1ihirly miles
south of here, a little after ten o'clock,

under the t:ain of a trestle whic
crossed Joachim Creek at that point.
The train was the Texas express and
consisted of the haggage, express and
mall cars, smoker, 1wo passenger
coaches and four sleepers, carrying
about 180 passengers. A heavy raln
had falien all day aad the cpeek was
much swollen. At Hematile, the first
siation this side of the tres the en-
gineer jeceived order to run cau-
tiously, as the rajn bad been heavy and
Lbhe creek was out of its banks. En-
gineer Kelly says he ran glowly beyond
to that point and both he and his fire-
man, Wm. Hach,

very carelully. As he approsched the
trestle Kelly observed that the track
was entirely straight and level, show-
ing pothing wrong, and he went on
wrthont.llnc slightest fear or hesitla-
tion; but whten his epgine reached
about Lthe middle of the trestle he felt
the whola structure sinking beneath
him. In an instant he opened the
valve operaling the air brakes to their
full wldpe. and brought the train to so
quick a stop tbat the front end of one
ihe end cars was cruoshed in by the
sadden shock. This saved the
coaches, but the baggage, mail, ex-
presa and esmoking cars went into
the raging torrentbelow, carrying with
them all the men on board. Epgineer
Kelly and ireman Hoch went down
with the engine and wera sabmerged
in the flood. Kelly, in his stroggles
to free bhimself, iound that one of his
feet was fast, and at the same instant
and Just as he realized 1hat he

the engine turned over and his foot
was released and he came to the sur-
face., Beizlog a passing log, he clung
to it desperately and was swept down’]
the torrent and lodged against a tree
150 yardse helow, with scarcely strength
enough to move. He clasped his legs
and arms around the limb.of the tree,
became upconscious, and was not re-
stored until twoor three hours aifter.
He bad been taken from the tree
apnd found himself kindly cared for in a
bouse in Victoria. His {ace and head
were Beverely cut. Two of his toes
were cut from one of his feet and he
was badly bruised In various parts ol
the body. Fireman Hach was carried

ut 500 yards down the stream,
lodged in a mass of brush ordrift and
was rescued swon after the flood sub-
slded. The CAr Was swept away
some distance an. as the water rushed
through it from end 10 end, the mall
was literally washed out and it is now
scattered over miles of territory or
embedded 1n the mud of the creek., It
