The business men's parade this af
ternoon was begnn ana ended under a
rnnt.innnils rainfall. Th utrpstn ri

fery disagreeable for marching. Thj
Start was made at l:3U from tne tev
ens House. Behind th tnoanted
police rode Qrand Marshal Landers
Next came the Seventh Kegivent
Band, leading 600 men from the Pro
duce and Maritime Exchange, tne
clubs bearing floating handkerchiefs.
Next came the Lawyer's Cleveland and
Thurman Club 250 strong, head- -

ed by Frederick B Coudert and
General Barlow. The side
walks alone Broadway on both sides
were almost impassable notwithstand
ing the rain. The windows along the
route were fllled with people. Tne
Young Men's Independent Club, 150
strong, followed the Lawyer's Club.
The Wine and Spirits Traders' Club
turned oat 100 strong. They presenteda novel spectacle as tbey all wore
oanaana. une company in toe par-
ade carried umbrellas, oa each of
which was mounted a small stuffed
rooster. The Cotton Exchange Club
with music and 250 men with bandanas
fell in line at Beaver street. The other
clubs in line were the Coal Dealers
Club, the Stock Exchange Club, the
Auxiliary btocK Exchange Club, the
Consolidated Stock Exchange Club,
the Exchange Brokers, tha Law Stud
ents' Club, the Custom House Brok-
ers. Insurance Men's Club, Mechanics
and Builders' Club, the Hide and
Leather Club, the Boot and Shoe Club,West bide Business Men and the
Hardman Road Supply Club.

bankers iu carriages also Joined the
parade at Chambers street and com-
pleted the first division.

Then came the irrantl marshal of the
second division with his staff, followed
by the first and second divisions of the
Dry Goods Trade Club from both sides
of Leonard Street.
