1 lelt my home in Ordervillei Kane
county Utah TeDruary uth 1895 hav-
Ing been called to preach the Gospel and
administer in the ordinances thereof

Alter visiting relatives and friends In
Northern Utah I left Salt Lake City
March 7th 1895 and In company wltn
nine other Odors we arrived at Council
Bluffs Iowa March 9111 where we met
other Elders who had assembled there
for conference

Alter enjoying one of the best spiritual
feasts that I ever witnessed I was
pointed to labr in Burt county
Nebraska in connection with Elder II
L McMullln ol Heber city Utah We
labored there six months traveling with
out money anti before leaving that
country we had lie privilege leading
two honest souls through the door ol
baptism to the true fold

Alter our fall conference which was
held In November ol the same year
at Council Blulli Iowa I was appoint-
ed to tire same field of labor with
Brother G A Whitlock of MiyfHd
Utah as my companion After humbl-
ing ourselves before tie Lord In lasting
and prayer Ho opened the way for us
to get a place where w could leave our
lug ageanda place to Hay Then we
started a house to houie canvass giving

not lock like preaching or traveling
without purse or scrip us we got in debt
lour shillings But I felt that all would
end well We called on tome investi-
gators One gentleman without telling
him about our debt gave me four shil-
iiugsjuit enough to pav the debt

November 13 being Friday is the day
on which we usually write to the loved
ones across the sea I sot clown and
wrote a few pages and willIe doing so
the lady of the house gave me sixpence
This was enough said to sporelongelypartner could not travel with me
on account ol his feet so he went to the
conference house I visited friends and-
investigators Sonic ol them gave me
tire n y ad I had c noughtto pay all ex
path e hit S JU r rung in Bradford

On November 11 I veiled a Mrs
Breadlord and found her sick She was
sitting in a chair and appeared to be
much distressed I told her when we
were sick we called in the Elders of the
Church to anoint with oil and pray for
us She asked me to pray for her I
told tier I would II she believed that
land the authority to officiate in the ordi-
nance She said III believe you haveP
As soon as the ordinance was per-
formed the lady brightened up at once
and helped get dinner She also sat up
and ate dinner I stayed three quarters

The two ladles who had just called o
lered to see us out on the main road so
that we would not get lost We uc
cepted their kind ofler and started off
When fairly ou on the road and while
bidding them good night one of the
ladies told us we could come down with
tier as they had room for us and we
would be made welcome We once
more accepted the kind offer The lady
was but eighteent years of age and I
asked her if her father and mother were
at home She said her mo her was dead
and her fattier was working at nights

buuhat he would be home to supper In
a few minutes She prepared supper
tier father came In and made us wel-

come and at supper
had prayers birIhsrrwuo retired
Breakfast was partaken ol next morning
alter which we talked to the lady and
she seemed quite Interested While we

Elders J E Thurgood said E H Har-
rison wining from Station Road Hirst
near Morpeth England under date of
January 15 1897 send to the Millennial
Star the following account of recent oc-
currences In their district-

As you were Informed at the confer-
ence in Shields we had asked lor the
Primitive Methodist chapel In West
Sleekburn which on our return we
were pleased to learn had been granted-
us and accordingly we held a meeting
there which wa ell attended On re
quest also the chOIr were present and
aided us in the singing But the means
used in securing the chapel will be per-
haps ol more interest to you than tile
account ot the meeting During our
labors there we attended several Chris
Ilan Endeavor meetings In which we
were Asked to speak anAI we were suc
cessful m gaining goodwill among the
people On securing this we asked the
president for the chapel He being one
of the directors placed the matter be-
fore the others and obtained the build-
Ing for us free ol charge

Since then we have attended the En
deavor meeting and the Primitive Aleut
odist Sunday school at Ashlngtnn Last
Sunday in the latter we were asked to
address those who were present and
made remarks tu an audience of more
than three hundred many of whom
were young men and young ladies
while a number were men of mature-

matrhand of sorne local prorraineace
of school we received an
