'Mormons' do. We do net wish to
hurt or injure any one. If you will
hold your peace now,tb 'Mormons'
shall go out.'

Havlnghid ourlives thus threat-
ened and ato those of our lrlends.
having beeu hunted fromplace to
place as though we had committed
murder, we now deem it prudent to
leave our enemies to the mercy of
Him who overrules everything for
tho accomplishment of His will and
purposes, following the sacred in-
struction, "When they persecute
you in one place flee ye into an-
other."
