The Governor
renews the recommendation of last
year for necessary appropriations for
the survey of public lands in the .Ter
ritory and urges an early settlement of
private land grants, and opposes the
preposition before Congress to trans-
fer tnese claims to a special court cre-
ated for the purpose.

The Commissioner of Agriculture has
informed the Treasury Departmentthat cattle driven lrom SoBora, Mexi-
co, to Arizona, impart to the cattle of
that Iterrltory a contagious disease
known as splenetic fever, from which
large numbers have died. He requests,
in view of tbe large cattle Industry of

Judge Thar
man and Speaker Carlisle left Cincin
nati for this place at 7: 45 this moraing
In the rain. The people gathered at
the depots In the various towns
through which the train passed. At
Troy and Wapakoneta brief stops were
made and short addresses in a light,humorous vein made by Tharman and
Carlisle whitfh were heartily, cheered
The train was greeted in this city by a
crowd of several thousand and the
Judge was taken at once to dinner. In
their speeches today Thurman and
Carlisle will both pay some attention
to the letter ot the British Minister
and that which elicited it. They claim
the republican leaders- - know they are
beaten and are trying to distract the
public mind from the main Issue of the
campaign which . is the tariff. It is
their purpose to ridicule this move
and bold to the tariff.

Alter dinner Judge- - r&urman was
driven to the Music Hall where the
afternoon meetlug was held. It was
packed to overflowing and the crowd
gave an enthusiastic greeting to the
speakers ot the day.

Judge Tharman said he would not
speak on the tariff question as Speaker Carlisle was to do that tonight.Furthermore they had been talking on
it in the field and ia Congress for many
months and be thought tue democratic
speakers had the victory on their side
and their opponents leu it to be so.
It they did not believe that the argu
ment on tnis question was on tne aenj- -
ocratic side wny in the world did tbey
try and insert another issue to talk
about? Why did they reject the fish
eries treaty and attempt to make out
that the President had not stood up in
a bold and manly manner for the inter
ests of the people r

After reviewing the Senate's action
on the treaty, the Judge said they told
the President In substance, by refusingto ratify or amend the treaty, that the
time ha come when we mast resort to
warlike measures to vindicate Ameri
can rights. Well, the President took
them at their word. He sent in a mes
sage to them and said: "As you are in
a fighting mood" I do not use his
language, but I give the substance of
it "as yon won't settle this matter
peaceably, so there may be no blood
shed, so that there may be good will
and peace between as and the other aa
tiona of the earth, and as you Insist that
we snail resort to power and to force.
give me tne power 01 retaliation, uive
it to me. You speak ot retaliation
You speak of warlike measures. You
speak of the vindication of the rightsot America by arms. Give me the
power to do what you declare is the
true policy ot the Uoited S atea." He
sent that message to Congress. Forth
with the democratic House of Kepre
sentatives passed the bill that gave to
the president an toe power mat could
be asked to retaliate upon Canada and
Gieat Britain, and to get our rights if
they could be got by force. That bill
passed tne House ol Kepresentativeswith a single dissenting democratic
vote. It went to the benate. and in
stead ot passing it, they sent it to their
committee of foreign affairs, and there
it sleeps the sleep mat Knows no wak
ing. Now 1 want to know what k nd
of a spectacle that is. presented
by the greatest republican leaders in
the land on this subject of foreign
asairbf xney won't maice a treaty.mey
won't DacK out, ana tney won't ngnt.
