We are called to be saints not only
in the Assembly " Hall, or hi the
Tabernacle, or in the place of prayer.
but in every condition of life, and to
bring Into practice those things that
God lias made known to us to influ
ence us iu all that we do, that we
mfeht be .a. difierent rjeonie .from
the great mass of mankind, striving
after tne condition or eainuiooa
thatrls. to become holy in the Lord,
to be sanctified in all our being to
the service of the Almigh y and the
establishment of his kingdom and
government on the earth.

place that we may be called upon to
occupy, , or - in which we may find
ourselves, where our religion ought
not to Influence us m what we
should do.
