That some of  the
teachars have gone astray there can be’
no' doubt, if one only “considers the
teaching of the awful doctrine of ater-
nal ‘punishment, By the statement
of . God a8 to. tho .creeds of the day
the rubbish of ages had been’ cleared
away. God has done so in no unmls-
takable terms.

GROWTH' OF MODERNISM.

The speaker referred. to the growth
of 'modernism in. the Roman Catholle
church, which demands that the church
come away from the symbols and
creeds of the middle ages. The church
is endeavoring to watch for and sllence
the assertions of those who say that it
needs rejuvenating. ' After reading ex-
cerpts regarding the condition: of the
Catholic church, the speaker asked
why the lejuvemmnn of the Catholie
church was demanded if it were not
wrong.

He then adverted to the articles ap-
pmulng In the Cosmopolitan magazine
from ‘the pen of Mr. Balsey, on'the
strend of University Education. It was
asserted in: them that the churches
have set ‘up a czar as Grd which hag
made man afrald and done uncaleul-
able damage! It was stated also that
the church was the last to come into
the ‘line of truth in m directlons,
and also that new reiclation  was
needed and: should come from the free
and’ unfettered minds in the uniyversi-
ties. “The church was sald to  have
murdered ~many victims not for
crimes, but for reading the Scrlptures
and to have Impeded the growth of the
world, so° that a new rcvelation ig
now belnﬂ formed and s needed.

THE MI:.‘:‘.SA..N.‘ OF MORMONISM.

Elder Roberts' theu proceeded to
show that Mormonfsm mat this need
with its message of truth direst from

God. "'God has again spoken and. re-
newed officlal relationship with the
