FIFTIETH CONGRESS.

Washikoton, Oct 8. Blair offered
a resolution (laid over till tomorrow)
calling on the President for informs- -
tlen as to the trial (for treason) con
viction and execution In Canada on the
16th of November, 1885. of Louis
David Kiel, who claimed to have been
a naturalized citizen ot the United
State, and whether the Droceedinea
In the case were according to dae process of law Including the presentationof the fact of Kiel's citizenship, and
we ueiense ei insanity.The senate then proceeded to. the
consideration of the tariff bill, the
reading in full being dispensed with
and the Senate substitute being or-
dered first considered.

Harris asked Allison for the time at
which the Senate debate on the bill
shonld close.

AUUoa said It was Impossible to saywbea the senators would resign their
right t- - take responsibility respecting;it. H concurred with the senator In
the desire that the bill should be pro-ceeded with as rapidly as possible.- -

Harris remarked that there was not
a senator who had not well defined and
fixed opinions as to the principle, that
wouiacontroi nis vote in regard to
every phase and feature of the Will. If
the senator from Iowa would agree, he
(Harris) would ask unanimous consent
to close tne debate on Ohe bill in tea
days.Allison i would not like to consent
to that at the very beginning. It mightbe found that we wanted eleven or
twelve days.

Allison then proceeded with his
statement oi tae mm. There was
something; which ought to be made
clear in the beginning of the discus
sion, and there were a tew salient
points wnicn on gnt to be presented.One was that the Senate bill
proposed to reduce the revenue
between $6a,0v9,00Q and $73.
000,000. This was the first
opportunity which the Senate had had
to consider the great question of the
reduction of the revenue, since the ra.
vision. The House bad occupied eightmontns in tne consideration of the
question. In a little over sixty days
the Senate committee on finance had
produced the bill now up. The House
bad spent eight months, not for the
purpose oi strengthening the Indus
tries of the country, but for the nur
pose of disturbing those Interests,
lie regarded tbe reduction of from
4w.uuo,uuo to 70.ooo.ooo of revenue
being as great a reduction as could be
safely made, and therefore be trusted
that no amendment would be adopted
looking to a greater reduction. He
calculated irom tbe report of the Sec
retary of tbe Treasury for the first
quarter oi the present fiscal rear that
there would be a reduction of 18,000-0- 00

la the receipts from imports this
year as compared with last yearana a reancuon oi i,uw,wo
compared with the Secretary's estl
mate, placing au tne revenue
ot the government tor the first
quarter ot the current fiscal year theyhad fallen off t6.000.000 as compared :

with the first quarter ot last year. He
made this statement for the Durnose
of showing that the enormous surplusin me .treasury was nouuceiy to be
Increased by anythlcg that was likelyto occur during the present fiscal rear.
By the .provisions of the Senate tariff
'dui mere wouia oe no surplus revenue
