In
fact it la n0t an unfrequent thin- - u
in ar men who call themselves minis-
ters of Jesus Christ convey thoughts of
this character to their cousrregatloastrora the pnlp't. I listened with ex-

traordinary feelings last winter to ona
of this class, a professed minister of
Jesns Christ, who seemed to have left
the I'ible entirely behind him, cr ta
itave laid it entirely aside, and to
preach to the people the new phlloso-ph- v

of Darwin and others, so called
ad vanced thinkers.

Now, therg are ways left p us of
proving for purselves the truthfulness
of Bible history, and especially of the
doctrines that are taught in the
Bible. ;od has not left His
people without a testimony, or
deprived them of the means
of obtaining a knowledge-ifo- r them-
selves concerninir that which has taken
place In the pat. It is freaueutlv
asked by doubters how are we to
know concerning the truth of these
things? Well, the Latter-da- y Saints
have a very easy,simple method which,
it adapted, will give eutire satisfaction
to every one who entertains doubts
upon those subjects. For Instance.Jet
a man commence to investigate the
principles of the Gospel as they are
taught by the servants of God I care
not' what Ms position may be, how
fjood a reputation he may have, wnat
his standing in society may be if he
will turn his attention to the investi-
gation of the principles of the Gospel
of Jesus Christ as they are taught by
His servants, be will suddenly awaken
to the consciousness of the existence
of a spirit in the world that is precise-
ly like the spirit that was manifested
in ancient days against Jesus and His
apostles. He will be astonished, if he
has had no experience In this matter,
iit the spirit of persecution and oppo-
sition that will he aroused hy his hc-li- on

lu this direction, and how quiekjy
his good nauje will be lost, and now
quickly, also;, he will Imj shunned and
avoided by his late companions and
associates and friends. I have had it
frequently expressed to me as a mat-
ter of wonder that the Latter-da- y

Th'3 has been especially the case
where men and women have been ac-

said as coming from God. Theyare willing that it should have a fair
opportunity to be tested, to be inves-
tigated, and if tnere be no good about
it to have that shown upon the surface.
V'ou will never 11 nd a people of God
who have the truth persecuting another
people. If they wer to do so theywould cease to be the people of ftou.
it is th'e characteristic ot the church of
God always that It never condescends
to persecution. ji not fear the
announcement of any doctrine', .or anyi.tiiHiiiict.or m.ay form of belief, or any
sy-call- revelation. Strong in tcknowledge that they have the truth and
that God Is with them, such a peoplecan afford to kt false doctrine when
it manifests Itself have the freedom of
action, the right of agency which God
has given to every human being and
which every human Jbelng has a right to
exercise undisturbed by his fellow,,man so long as ho does not interfere
with the happiness and the lives and
tne uoerries or Ms fellow man.

That
which would attract the attention of
'one does not hav any effect upon an-

other. But I often think the world
will beondemned becaitse these evi-
dences which exist and which are open
to every observer, respecting the char-
acter of the great work that God our
Heavenly Father ha ejtablish;d on
the earth.

I am bold to say that if any other
people but "Mormons" had dons that

praise, is a cause of dislike and dread,'
aud is urged against us as a reason
whv something should be done wjih
us, some extra measure enacted against
us.

Ought not this to strike thinking, re-

flecting, unprejudiced peopla, and
cause them to examine into a system
of this kind that has produced sueh
effects as these? Wfleu a maa reads
the Bible, when he reads the history of
Jesus and of .the Apostles, what does
;he find? A being holy beyond ail
men pure, undemeci, waikiug iiKe a
God in the midst ot His generation,
teaching men the purest, the loftiest,
the most exalted principles of moral
ity. This Jesus did. Words of life
and wisdom ana oi salvation ever
fell from His holy Hps. One
mitfht think the generation would have
recognized .tne Deauty ana tne exceea- -'

ing great Taicm-o- i the precepts tnat lie
'taught; that they would have suen in
iHis pure Mfe something to admire,,
.something to fall in love with. One
would naturally tirns so. Ana tnen
there were His disciples who followed
lu His footsteps, whose teachings were
of the same character, leading meu
from sin to righteousness, pointing out
the path to heaven, doing good wher-
ever they went, bestowing blessings by
their acts and their tabors upon the
TeoDle. One might naturally think, I

that such men would be received
by their generation as benfactors, as
saviors in a certain sense. But what
ado we find? Why, as I have read to you
from this reeortL the Faarisaeu wanted
to 'kill Him because He tausrht nure
doctrine and because He came in con-
tact with their ideas, and they would
have killed film long before they did,
tut that they jeareo tne people.

They old not want
the..trmtn They were entrenched lu
their own system, in their own lortns
'of belief, and any man that interfered
with them was In their estimation a
Dubllc enemv that should be destroyed
as soon as possible. Therefore they
iiated Jesua. Hated Him what for?
! Hated Him for the wrongs He did? No.
Hated Him for the false doctrines that

;?He taught? 'No. But they hated Him
because He taught tne truth. They

Icould not endure the truth and were
not willing to reoeive it, but would
rather destroy the men or the man who

p would teach the truth, thatdld not fall
fn with them ana work with them.
What did they care bow pure men
might be who would believe in Jesus
and practice His doctrines? They
cared nothing about that. They
talked about purity, but they did not
want it. They talked about holiness,
but it was offensive to them. The
fruits that resulted from the teachings
Ol Jesns and His ' disciples were fraits
which they did not desire, although
they were professed teachers of rlght- -
ermsness ta-t- ne miast ot the people
Why was this? It Is easily explained

cause they were tilled with the spirit of
their master the: Devil. That is the
