the Melchlaedeo and
Aaronlo Priesthood. The former waa
au eternal Prltithood; It eilsted before
the earth wne made; It would
exist through all tlmu and
through thu endless agee of
eternity. Melchlsedeo waa a vtry great
high priest, a nun of much ower in
thu priesthood, aud the, priesthood
which be held came to lie called by hla
name. It waa an everlasting J

aod waa called after the order of
the Bon of dual, but to avoid Ihe loo
frequent repetition of the name of
Deity It was called the Priesthood after
the order if Mulcklerdee.

The latter-da- Halnta should not
um the name of Ihe Deity with Impu-
nity. It waa a very raminou practice,
particularly lu Ihe Untied Hlatea, for
people lo use IJod'a name In a profane
way. Thla alwaya causel In him a
frellugof repulsion. The Lkttcrday
Halnta had been !eclally commanded
In regard tothla. They ahould lisethn
iianm of Dellyaa a aacml name, anl
not lightly or In vain.

Wheu Jeaua came He did uot borrow
Hla doclrlnee from any cf Ihorellgluia
tH'dlta around Hliu. or froni any of the
rreeda extant, lie received them
direct from heaveu. Yet tho eatnu
(loapel had beeu taught centurlret--
lure hla day. Tho Uoapel which the
Lallar-da- Halnta had received lu later
Unite waa the aauio, and waa therefore
called the everlasting tlospel; It waa
unchangeable; no matter how old It
waa, or In what age It waa preached
and obeyed, It waa alwaya the aanir.
It waa the one eternal plan of aalva.
tlon, and thero waa no other, (lod did
not mako two plans of aalvallon. The
jaw of carnal cotnniandineuta given to
the laraelltea because they wou'd not
rocrlvothofilluesaof the (Josiwl waa
uoteurilclentfor aalvatlon. It waa a
temtiorary law. for a temporary pur.
pose, (lod had raised up Inspired men
lu varloua agea and uatlnoe, lo teach
them such truth! aa they could receive.
Hut there waa but one name uuder
heaven whereby man oould bo saved,
and that waa the name of Jeaua Chrlat.
Krrrybody must hear it aooner or later
and have the privilege of taking It
Uanthemaelvea;otherwlo Ihey oould
not be uatly brought to Judgment.
lCvsn tbu htathen, and all people who
hadever dwelt on tho earth, In order
to be ludglsl by the (lusl mult have
an opportunity of either accepting or
rrjectlog tt. The siwekcr quoted the
Hist i:plstle of Ptler, Srd chanter, loth
ud sun veraes. In reirard lo Christ
preaching to tho spirit In prison.
Taking that pasajge of scripture, lie
aald, Just aa It waa written, they
learned that after Christ waa put to
death III the flrsli Hu waa still a living
Helng. While Hla ludy lay lu Ihe
sepulchre hu "went" lu Ihe spirit and
"preached to thu aplrlte In prison."
And who were theia They were
the aplrlta of eoplo who wore
disobedient In the Uayaof Noah, while
thu ark waa preparing. Those who
believed thla aaaage to which hu had
refened aa It stood would Irarn to mi
ilrrslaud a great and glorloiia principle;
though It waa contrary to the doclrlnee
of modern Chrlatendom, Tho preach-er-

ol thu day had trained to
preach the doctrine of the airllcular
aecta to which they believed: and these
had added nolloua of their own and
put away many things which had been
revealed and taught by Jeaua Christ.
Anyone who would diligently read
the wrltlnga of the Apuetlre
would are In the modern arct
of Christendom that there waa a
great falling away, aa had been ir
dieted, The speaker quoted the tltb
verse of the 4tli chapter of thu First
tplaile of Peter, and aald thla allowed
that the aplrlt wheu It loft the body

Kvery truth anJ gift
aud principle of Intelligence gained In
thla life would be m much advantage
lu the Hie to come, both In the spirit
world aud In their resurrection, which
would be a thousand years In advance
of the rest of mankind. And those
who had filled Ibimselvea for It by
faith and good worka would receive
a crown In the Kingdom of the Pather,
which would not lu merely a golien
baud for the time, but a Kingdom and
dominion of the Increase of which
there would lie noeud. The aJvautagea
Ihctcforo were great too great for mor-
