Glenwood.. Bro. Isaac W. Pie rce
writes from Glenwood, Sevier Co.,
July 25th, as follows -

"The 24th has passed off in peace
and qtiiet.

Thompson, for hare lip; patient
also doing well."

Tabernacle Meeting. Yesterday
afternoon the congregation in the
Tabernacle was addressed by Elder
William C. Staines, who spoke of
his labors at New York as Church
emigration agent. lie took pleasure
in discharging the duties of that or
any other position he might be
called upon to fill in connection
with the work of the Lord, and was
pleased to be able to state that rhe
operations in emigration matters
had been very successful, thus far,
the present season. He contrasted
the condition of the Saints in the
early settlement of the Territory,
when they held Conference perhaps
under the shadow of a hay stack,
with the circumstances that sur-
rounded them now,when they were
by the blessing of a beneficent
God, provided with facilities and
comforts on every hand. ' The
Saints had prospered and the? work
had grown, despite the many ef-
forts that had been made for their
overthrow. He would ask what
success had the enemies of the
Church of Chiist had in their at-

tempts to destroy it? None what-
ever, and the same God that had
protected His people hitherto would
continue t Uo so in the future;
therefore he felt to say to the
Saints, '"fear not." ''

The speaker related a conversa-
tion he had with a gentleman in
the East, relative to the faith of the
Saints. In answer to some remarks
made by the person alluded to
about the "Mormonr" being con-
trolled by one man, he stated that
he worshipped no man, that he had
received a revelation and know-
ledge of the work of the Lord for
himself, and was made the recipi-
ent of this blessing before he bad
ever seen the President of the
ChurCh. He received it by believ-
ing iu Jesus Jhrist, his atonement,
as the lieueemer or tne world, Dy
repenting of his sins, belisg bap
tized by immersion in water, tor
the remission of them, by a person
holding the authority or the lloly
Priesthood, and receiving, by. the
ordinance of the laying on of hands,
the Holy Ghost, and this promise
of a definite knowledge was held
out to all who were obedient to the
true doctrine of the Sviour.

The spirit thu received, inspired
the members of the Church of
Chri.-- t to gather together, as the
Saiots were assembled in the val-ly- s

of the Rocky Mountains. The
Saints believed in present and con-
tinuous revelation for their guid
ance, wnicn, wun me testimony
they received through obedience.
was thesecret of the unanimity of
their movements. Ihe. speaker
alluded to the distress occasioned
in New Yoik and other portions of
the States bv the excessively hot
weather, the atmosphere being
comparatively cool here, although
considerably heated; also to the
financial s'aguatlon and consequent
poverty and fluttering there, thou
.sands upon thousands of people
leiog without employment aud
therefore without food. Some
thought the times were a little
nard here at present, but, compara
tively speaking", such knew nothing
about distressing time?.

Elder Staines, in his visits to the
east, found many liberal minded
people, who strongly deprecated
the acts of the enemies of the
saints, who sought every available
opportunity to harass, annoy. and
persecute them, and held tbat this
community should be let alone ln
the lull enjoyment of their rehgious social aud political rixhts.

He stated that it was expected
that the next company of emigrat
ing Saints would leave Liverpool
on or about the 13th of September
next, and he would leave this city
for New York toward the close of
August, and is the meantime he
would give parties desirous of oh
taiuing it any information he
could, relative to emigration mat-
ters. He also 'announced that the
fare from xsew York to Oeden
would be $51. He deprecated the
action of some parties forwarding
money to New York to aid their
friends sending from one to five
dollars short of the requisite
amount, which placed himself, as
well as the agent, in a very dis
agreeable ' predicament. Person
forwarding money to pay the rail
road fare of their friends should co
beyond instead of inside the bare
sum for that purpose, that there
might be a little to spare to sustain
them while journeying. Some who
had promised to send aid to their
friends had even failed altogetherto do so, causing the most intense
disappointment to those expecting
is roiier.

This morning the Court rendered
a verbal decision, without giving
any reasons therefor. This deci-
sion recognizes the right of the
Court to issue an order for the pay-
ment of alimony pendente lite, but
reduces the amount made payable
by the order of Mr. McKean, from
$500 a month to $100 a month, thus
diminishing the amount claimed to
be now due, according to Mr. Mc
Kean's order, from about $17,500
to $3,600. The decifcion of thl-morni- ng

also gives the defendant
thirty days in which to pay thi-amoun-t,

and provides, in default of
such payment, that execution shall
issue against his projerty, for the
satisfaction of the awarJing order.
The Court also decides that the
costs of suit shall be paid by the
defendant.

Accident. We regret to learn
that a little daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. T. G. Webber, was, on Satur-

day, in the vicinity of Lake Point,
caught by a sudden gust of wind,
which carried her over the edge of
a precipice, causing her to fall a
distance of twenty-fiv- e feet, alight-
ing on a pile of jagged rocks. The
little one was severely cut about
the lower part of the face. Luckily
a surgeon was at hand when the
incident occurred, by whom the
child's injuries were dressed. She
was brought to town and examined
by Dr. Anderson, but it can scarce-
ly be determined,until the swelling
and other symptoms are allayed,
whether the jaw bone is broken,
but anyhow her injuries are consid-
ered to be of such a character as to
render her recovery merely a mat-
ter of a little time.

Considering the distance the
child fell and the nature of the
place where she alighted, her
escape alive is somewhat remark- -

able.

Revived. The instructions re-

cently given by the City Council
to the police to arrest hotel runners
and nacK drivers wtio persisted in
shouting and behaving in an other-
wise uproarious manner at tne rail
road depot, on the arrival of trains,
had the effect, for a while, of con-
