BRITISH GUINEA.,

DESCRIPTION OF THE HOUSES
WI.!IC.II THE NATIVES LIVE.

N

Th= followlnz is Mr. Askwlith's de-
senption of New Guinea dwellings:

“The houses on this part of the coast
as also In the villagés ialand, are built
upon piles, varying from four to eight
feet im height, A few steps up a rude
ladder lead to a platform, om which
come of the famliy zcnermy recliae.
A baby, and often & young pig, in nets
suspended from the eaves, are gently
switgging to and fro. l-::shin;, nets lie
Ilna coruer, with shelis attached for
weights. Nsutyjus shells, with grass
streawers or ﬁous carved pieces of
wood, haog b re the bamboo door,
which is low and parrow, aad leads
into the common room, where all the
family sieep. ‘Ihe common room is
about twelve by eighteen feet, with &
bare fl>oring of rougo Flanks, general-
ly the sides of old canoes. Tetrough
toe chinks the garbage is thrawn,upon
the plentiful remnants of cocosa-nusks
below for the pigs to ¢at or the 8ea Lu
carry away. la ithe middle of the room
is a fireplace and & pile of ashes on
some boards, withh a spark protecior
01 bamboo sticks hung abgat three feet
above. On the central pole i1s husg a
tomtom, while here anad there on the
grass walls are suspenced gourds fer
lime, bamboo pipes,tomahawks,adzes,
spare grass petlicoats, and pet-bags.
I'bere is nuv window, but a4 meveable
sbutter can generally be opened on the
sea-side, aud plenty of alr enters
I.Jl'ullﬂ"h the walls and the'holes in the

Then as to clothipg. *“‘Thc natives
certainly affect sincere simplicity in
the matiter of dress. The only article
common to all men [sa thio stilng, a
third of an ioch in breadib, passed
tizhtly around the waist and between
the legs. A band of grass, wlich
serves as a pocket for tobacceo, knives,
and decorations of cotioua leaves, is
for the most part worn on the upper
part of the arm. Some have head
bands of red braid or smeall rounded
pieces of =hells, while & few Wwear
necklaces of sheils or teeth,and carved
bones through the nose. Their bair,
thick, matted and lonyg, is drawn up
by a comb of bamboo cape. The
women wear petticoats of woven grass,
sometimes stained with a red huoe.

hair; the majority are Ltattvoed with a
V-shaped murk sndgpther designs up-
on their breast. Their ﬂgnua are
squat aud oot S0 ergct as those of
Hllmluo wowmen, as they generally
carry weizots on the back and not on
the head.”

Pettery of a kind Is made on the
island, aund entirely by wowen., They
use no machloery anod no potter's
wheel, but they have anulred great
de xtrrlly a udgmg tne sizes and
fashioning the shapes. They oreak up
red and gray clsy into powder, mx 1t
with flne silver saod and waler, and
knead it Into a large lump,{rom w nu:h,
with the hans, aided by & shell ana a
flat stone, th) firat inake the top and
lip et the pot,taking an old potas
mold for the body. 'ﬁiey scrape and
smooth the cxteriors with swnpe and
shell, dry the pots in the sur, and Lhen
bake them in a fire. When red-hot tae
pots are taken out and sprinkled with
tannin of & bIleckish color, extracted
from mangrove bark, aiter which they
receive a second nml final heaticg
They are then ready for exportatiou,
“ind that exportation is considereble.
A t.ading party filling "twenty large
canoer, will gometimes start for Lbe
west. "These canoes will carry about
tnirty men each,and each map will
have about fifty pots made by bhis fam-
ily. These s5ix hondred men will thuas
have a tota; cargo of eome Lhirly thou
sapd pots 4t one voyage, which may.
extomrtor three or four hundred miles,
and frem which they will retarn wu.h
perhaps & hundred and fifty tons of
sago, obtained In exchbapge for their
pottery.—All the Year Round.
