HOW THE BODY OF BEN HAR-
RISON’S FATHER WAS
FOUND.

[Special to the N. Y." World.]

CINCINNATI, June 27.—The nemina-
tion of Gen. Ben Harrison has set the
tongues of all of the antiquarian gos-
sips to ong, and everything con-
nected w the family tory, from
“0ld Tlgsmoo's“ day to the present,
is recalled and repeated, including the
most novel and &hutly incident that of
the stealing of the body of Gen. Ben's
father from the famlly graveyard at
North Bend, and its subsequent finding
in the ""well”™ of a medical college In
in this city.

John Scott Harrison, the nominee’s
father, was a scn of President Willlam
Henry Harrison. He lived at North
Bend, about twenty-five miles below
Cincionati,near the Indiana line,or the
not very or productive farm, that
was all his us father left him ex~
cept his name, the **log cabin,” which
enon s aieus o e hald Cies

ppecanoe yler campaigs,
of 1840. It was not a cabin in the sense
in which it was used in the campaige,
but a very comfertablg, old-fashioned,
roomy, two-story house, flanked with
porches, and shaded by a row of -
nificent locust trees, & number of whic
still stand to mark the spot where the
eld home,deatwyw ed by fire about thirty
years ago, 8 -
The real cabin part of the structure
was an old house ol early date,
against which the General had bullt his
more pretentious mansion when, after
his distinguished early career as war-
rior and statesman, he settled down in
comparative povo;gto make a living
out of his farm. e cabin proper, its
los by weather boarding,
was used as a kitchen. Here lived aod
died Gen. Bem's [ather, John BScott
Harrison, a kindly, lovable man, of
scholarly babits and artistic tastes that
his limited income did not always en
able bim to fullv gratify. He lived the
life ¢f a gentieman farmer, respect.ed
by all of his acquaintances and “'loved
by all the chlidren and dogs of the
neighborhood.’”’ He was a man of not
very great force of character, devoid
of ambition for distinction and par-
ticularly averse to the pursuit of prac-
tical politics and to mixing himself up
in the contentions and squabbles of the

rlod,and yet the fates nad fixed upon

im to be a fizure-head in one of the
bitterest political contests ever fought
" Tbe leaders of th

Q ers of the party of that queer
amalgamation of the Knownothh?gtsm
and Free Sollism known as the Ameri
can party,out of which was afterwards
born the ﬂ.epnbuc;n party,at the Phila-
delphis convention of 1846, in casting
about for a candidate for Congress, in
the Second Ohio District, hit npon
Scott Harrison, and without an effort
op bis part, slmost without his knowl-
edge, while the plan was hatching, he
was nominated and elected.

Harrison
served one term in Congress, achieving
no distinction, and again returned te
pastoral pursuits at North Bend. Hais
regular havit, serene temperament
and pleasant surroundings gave him
length ot years, and he became the
patriarch of the place; but to the end
of s his days his chief distinction was
that of beiog the son ot his father,and
'as such his erect form and flowing
white beard were inted out to the
tourist,along with the eld locust trees,
the site of the *‘cabin’ and the tomb
on the hill as one of the sights to be
.gseen at North Bend.

Suddenly he was stricken with s
mysterious disease thatbafllad the skill
of the ductors, which In & comparative
short time carried bim off, The funer=
al services were held at the little church
in the old village uf Cleves hard by
and the body was interred in the eld
famlly buryiog ground on the rounded
summit of the bold premontory that
marks the “Bend’ in the Ohio that
gived the place its pame. Either be-
cause the family f d that the pe-
cullar character of the malady to which
he succumbed would make his body
tempting to the medical fraternity or
the general fear engendered by the
prevalence of body-snatching in the
viclnity of Cincianati at the tinre,extra
precautions were taken to preserve the
grave from desecration. [t was made
unususlly deep,was walled and cement-
ed, and a huoge slab of stone placed
midway between the metal casket and
the surface, and guards were nirgtly
stationed in the graveyard. Ia spite of
these precautions, however, a few days

later, the ghouls tupnelled the brick
work, pried the big stone partly out of
placd and stole the body. How this

great work was accomplished without
the knowledge cf the guards, was &
mystery.
