Outside the off-
icial world there is not one man in a
thousand, i Who' refuses to accept the
diary as a faithful record written by
Emperor FrederickKowa hand. Court
circles exonerate Ctre Empress Fred-
erick lrom any knowledge of the pub-
lication.

Tne stories published in the French
papers of a violent quarrel between
Empress Frederick and Emperor Wil-
liam, and that , tbe former fears that
spies are act on her movements, are
certainly false. The Empress lives an
utterly retired life. The members of
her own circle tleclare that she does
not want Emperor Frederick's name
mixed ud in the bartv strutele.

On September 13th Malletoa'a forces
charged npon these works and in less
than two hours Tamasese's men bad
been driven into the sea, where tbey
took refuge on rafts and finally got
away in boats.

Robert J. Walter
of Mlssh sippi, became Secretary of the
ir aaory, sua under wnom the pro-
tective tariff of 1842 was drowned
and theJree trade taiiff of 1846 was
placed on the snatute books. Jeffer-
son's message to Congress in which he

Cleveland on the same subject, and at
each Juncture of national historywhere tariff Issues were Involved,
Blaine lastltuted comparisons between
tbedemo ts of then and now, and
held np th disastrous results of the
tariff of 1837 aa a warning that tbe
tariff should not then have have been
lowered as it was, nor should it be
now. Blaine's address was designedto possess historical tariff situations
analogous to the present, and in each
case his deductions were strongly in
favor of tbe election of Harrison and
the defeat of the democratic endeav-
ors.

Speeches were then made by John
F. Finerty, Rev. W. R. Derrick, (col-
ored), and others. A parade by a
torchlight procession of 5,000 men was
a feature of tne demonstration. Blaine
will start wtst Monday night.
