Sec. 6. That all laws of the Legisla-
tive Assembly of the Territory'of Utah
which provide that prosecutions for
adultery can only be commenced oo
the complaint of the husband or wife
are hereby disapproved and annulled;
and all prosecutions for adultery may
berealter be instituted in the came
way that prosecutions for other crimes
are.

Sec. 7. mat commissioners ap
pointed by the supreme court and dis
trict courts In the Territory of Utah
shall possess and may exercise all the
powers and jurisdiction that are or
may be possessed or exercised by jus-
tices of the peace in said Territory un
der tne laws tnereoi, ana tne same
powere conferred by law on commis
sioners appointed by circuit courts of
tne united states.

' Sec. 8. That the marshal of said
Territory of Utah, and his deputies,
shall possess and may exercise all the
powers in executing tne lawsoi tne
United States oroi said Territory pos
sessed and exercised by sheriffs, con
stables, and their deputies as peace
oulcers; and each oi tnem snail cause
ail offenders against the law, in his
view, to enter into recognizance to
keep the. peace "and to appear at the
next term of the cour having jurisdic
Hon ef the case, and to commit-t- o jail
in case of failure to give eucb: Tfcog
nizance. They shall quell and suppress
assaults nnta- - oaitenes,. rtout, routs.
affrays, ana insurrections. -

Sec. . That every ceremony of
marriage, or in the nature of a mar
riage ceremony, of any kind, in any
of the Territories of ; the United
states, wnetner eitner or ootn or
more of he parties to such cere
mony be lawfully competent to be
the subjects ot such marriage or cere
mony or not, shall be ceitined - by a
certillcata stating tho fact and. nature
of such ceremony, the full names of
each of the parties concerned, and the
full names of every officer, priest, and
person, bv" whatever stvle or designa
tion called or known,la any way taking
part in the performance of Such cere-

That the laws enacted by
the Legislative Assembly of tha TerrU
tory of Utah which provide for or re-
cognize the capacity oi illegitimate
children to inherit or to oe entitled to
any distributive share in the estate of
the father of any such illegitimate child
are nereuy uisapproveu auu auuuueii ;
and no iileiritimata child shall here
after be enliUad to Inherit from bis or
her lather or to receive any dltribn
tlve ihare la the estate of tils or her
lather t irovided. Tha this section
shall not apply to any illegitimate child,
bora wltbia twelve months after the
passage oi this act, nor to any child
