WL bave answered these questions
by private letter, but as there are
many inquiries of a similar nature, we
thi it wise to reply through the
News., The only laws of the Territory
that know which are applicable to
the gase are the following.. Section
1474 of the Compiled Laws of Utah,
Pprov }des that

“*\nﬂ.hlng which is Injurious to
health, or indecent, or offensive to the
senses, or an obstruction to the free
nse Gf property, so as to Interfere with

ihe comfortable enjoyment of life or
property is a nuisance and the subject

of ap action. Such action may be
hrought by any person whose property
* is Infuriously affected or whose per-
sonal enjoymeunt is lesseped by the
nuisgnce; and -by the ]udgmnt the
nuls l.ce may be enjoluned or abn.h:d.
as well as damages recovered.’

'I‘hm of course relates to a civil ac-
tion. ; Bot the criminal law also steps
in rnli' the protection of the public.
By Sevtion M31 a Public nuisance |s de-
finped ¢ to be, among other things, the
pnlawiil doing of an act which *‘an-
poys, ! Injures or endangers the com-
fort, gepose, health or safety of three
or moye persons.” It is declared Lo be
g misdemeanor. The punishment of
this fgrade of crime, which covers
nume?ous offenses, is imprisonment in
a county jail not exceeding six months
ora not exceeding three hundred
dollags, or both.”™ Section 20803 makes
the wiiful omission of a legal duty re-
lativelto the removal of a public rml-
sanced also a misdemeanor.

It has been published in the Utah
Jouwrngl that a Jaw o regard to the

herding of sheep near a stresm s0 as to
foul the waters used by citizens was

at the latest session of the
Legislature. This is so farcorrect.

But the Governor for reasoms given
vetoed the bill and sent in a substi-
tate which did not pass; there-
fore there is no mew law on  this
subject. But we are of the opinlon
that fthe laws we have cited are
sufficiént to meeét the evil complained
of by purcorrespondent and by many
other persons in various parts of the
Territory. Sheep-herders must take
{nto censideration the public welfare
and alistain from taking their flocks to
gmuu?s near any stream used for do-
mestic purposes, or they will be Jiable
to actipn for damages and also to pro-
s(-cuthn for violation of the penal
code. !
