FROM SAN JUAN COUNTY.
A BIG COUNTRY AND STILL OROWING—
TOO MUCH WATER AND NONE AT

ALL~A SPLENDIY RAM.WaY RO
FOR WINTER—GENERAL NOTES.

Brury, San Juan Co., Utab,

Jaouary 8, 1887,
Editor Deseret News: :

In my last communication I endeay-
ored to describe the country situated
in the southeast corner of San Juan
Coun?, in the sountheast corner of
Utah Territory. I will now ettempt a |
description of a portioa of the country
situated In the southwekt eormer of
ﬁol and northeast corner of New
MeXico.

We will now takea trip from this
flm (Bluff), situsted ou the San
uan River, up to Burnhaw, Olio, Newy
Mexito, a aiswrrce of sboat 100 inlaa,
where we h-ﬂq 8 small ward, 1. C.
Buarnham, Blskop. Our road will run
slong the course of ihe river most of
the way. We lravel six miles from
here in & aearly eastern course, and we
ceme to a small stream called Recap-
ture, which heads in the Blue Moun-
tains, abhout 40 miles north, on -elther
side of thestreain is found excellent
pastuie for eatile ana sheep. Tuere
are now on ithis runge about 50,000
head of sheep and 8,000 to 10,000 heed
Of cattle. Tue Salnlts ows about 6,000
of the sheep ana about 2,000 of the cat-
tle; the rest are owned by ouatsiders.
This moontain stream, Recapiure
affords an sbundance of water u good
portion of the year, and with lkllfnnu
capital could be stored np in the win-
ter and spring searon and afford a
waler supply sufficientto irrigate

50,000 ACRES OF LAND,

The land is found 6n the great white
Mesa on Lhe westside of this stream,
situated o & ine tavle land of most
excellent sandy, loamy soll, elevaied
about 5,000 fevl above the sea; no snow
falis here, to speak of, In the winter,
and the beat of summer i3 not oppres
sive. We surely must occupy this
beautiful location in the near
fatere; i we do the stranger
wiil. - Plenty of good € timber is
found on the mountains about tef miles
distant from this besaptiful town slte
We now réaume our jo ey and travel
about tem mites over a ky, sandy
road, sometimes along ihe river bot-
tom, and then we take up over the
