Cinciao, Jan. 4 .Shortly before 3
o'cliek this aiteruoon a tirrlllo
rxplcalou of natural gas w recked the

Tho accident occurred
during thu progress o' a small ilru and
ovpra,tcoru of II rumen wero Injured,
Including Chief Bwieuy, bestdu n
number ol laborers. Two aru djlug
nud several others aro a? badly
Injured that ihey are not eiected lu
rtcover.

An employee of the Natural (Jus
company had repaired the connections
In the vault and under thu slJewalk
during the morning nnd about three
Harm aw ere dlacovircd In tbe vicinity.
Am alarm was Immediately given and
the vault doors thrown 0en when a
terrific explosion occmred. Ten em-
ployes wero thrown to the lloor, all
mora or lets Injured.

Thn lire dc arlment at once arrived
and ruthed to the vault, when another
explo-lo- n occurred, hurling the fire-
men across the room with terrlllaforco
nnd cruililqg them ugnlust tha wall.
Bevernl men were rendered stme.'csa
nud tho llames Ignited their clothlu ,
roasted their hands und faces lu a
horrlblo manner.

llefore half tho Injured were taken
from the Irvemi ut and while llio place
wasaniirmiug with llremcn lesiuing
their comrades, u third explosion,
more violent than tbe otbirs, took
place, and tho WoulJ-b- reacuers wero
laid beside the nun theycamu to audit.
Tho loosened Ironwork of the vault
fell from the violence ol the rxplocUn
and for a moment It was thought tbe
building was coming down, but uono
detent d other firemen rushed to tbo
rescue of the unfoitunatcs In thu vault,
aud one by una thu biirnoj and bat-
tered men were tnken out.
