This kind of teaching
did not suit mankind, IC came lo
contact with their Ideas, and with
their traditions and the manner in
which they had been taught. It
was the praise of the work! that
they' sought; it was to bo seen of
mon that they worshipped, and it
was to be seen of rasa that they rare
alma. And they loved those that
bestowed favors upon them, that
ware kind to them. They invited
the rich to their feasts and not tho
poor. Jeaus commanded his dlsnt
plea to Invite the poor and not the.
rich, as they could Invite them
selves. In fact, he taught doctrines
that laid the axe at the root of all
selnahnees, and. If carried out, that
would destroy il eatlroly, leaving
no veUgs of it In the human bo
som.

I have already read to you tbe
great rule that the Havlor taught:
"Therefore, all things whatsoever
ye would that mon should do to

do ye even so to them: for thistoo,i law aad the prophets." .Let
os Latter-da- y Balnts ask ourselves
this afternoon, partaking as we axe
of the Bacrament, eating the bread
sod drinking of the cap la rememt
branee of tbe body and tbe blood
ot our Lord and Havlor; let us ask
euraelvcw and I Include myself

Well, dow, I knew that situated
as wo are It La tomswhat dISlcult to
carry out theee principle properly
In their perfection, and that there
has to be wisdom used, lint never
thelees, hare is the standard to
which we ate required, as Latter-da- y

r3alntsaad as disciples of Christ,
to attain to. We mast attain to It.
Just as sure a we live, If we do not
attain to it, where God and ChrUt
are we never can come; we could
oot dwell In their presence unleae
we have the same spirit, tie same
feeling and - inclinations, having
conquered the weaknesses of our
fallen nature suftlclsntly, so that
the (Jo pel that lie taught shall be
exemplified la as as It was la him.
