converts. The followers of the Arabian
prophet amount to about two hundred
millions In Asia, Afrlcs and Kuropv,
and on the first mentioned continents
converts aru made yearly. Moham-
medanism Is far from lielng a petrlfkd
system. Ills a living erganlim seem-
ingly well suited to grow In thu soil In
which It was first planted. Hut It
toemi hard to believe thai any Chris-
tian, who hai even R faint Idea of
the doctrine taught by Jrsua of
Naitreth, can from honest conviction
become convert lolilam. No person
normally oonstllutod woull prefer the
lllokeilng llama of a tallow candle to
the bright light of an electrlo lamp.
Yet the exrlment to convert Chris-
tiana to Isltiu by metns of persuasion
has never boon mtde; for the conver-
sions by lire an d tword tUected by the
early Challfs cannot be olaued ataucti.
Our own country seems to be selected
for the honor of belug the flrit where
Hie experiment Is to bo tried, and It
will be Interesting enough to sie what
will be the result.

Islim It monothelttlo religion, and
like Judaism and Christianity olal ms
to be founded on revelation. The
teachings of the tyetem are no
doubt traceable to the Abrahamlo
tradition, as this had bcon

for centurlni among the
descendants of IshmaeL This tradition
the founder of Islam purlQcd to tome
extent and augmented v. Ith n few doc-
trines apparently borrowed from Jeirt
and Christiana. The eiteotial dogmas
of Islam are therefore the unity of
Clod, Ills selection of Mohammed as
His special messenger, and a final
ludgment, by which every human be.
lug will be assigned a placo In para-
dise or hell, ot the cate may lie. A
alight coloring of Unoetioltm secmt to
be peroepllble In the doctrine of
mediators between Clod and man, when
Itlsasaerted that revelations oomeonly
through angels or exalted human
beings propliett. At the chief of thu
angels, Otbrlel It recognlird and
Mohammed, of course, holds the tame
place among the prophets.

At lets Important doctrines
Is taught the free will of man,
which by the way Is llally contradict-
ed by thu doctrine of kismet accord
lug to which nothing can avert the
uuavoldablu "fate."

The moral system of lilitu consists
exclusively ol a very limited table of
virus to bo avoided and vlrtuos to bo
practiced. It knows no broad princ-
iple at the foundation of right aud
wrong. It rccegnliea lnjuatke, re-

venge, pride, lying, blasphemy,
avnrlcr, tic, at vlcit, and benevo-
lence, Jititlce, honuity, ruverence,
gratitude, mercy, kindness to slaves,
pittance and resignation to the will of
Uod ns virtues.
