HOW THE DUSKY MAIDENS ARE WOOED
AND WON.

[n many social matters the American
Indian bhad a system of tllnlm Lte as
formal and severe as fthe aristocratic
residents of Murray Hill or Beacon
Strect. It was a singular and, in some
respects, n{,ontm:llctort foature of the
Iile of llm aborigines thict, avith all their
liberey and fre cdom to ronin the yust
wilderness of a bhouundlass country,
they voluntarily sdopted many doies-
Lic rerzulations more rigid than any in
vogue anonyg the Puritans who kunded
on Ulyinouth Rock.

Austerity Is not nsually ascriludd as
onc OfF the traits of the American Tadi-
wny, aind yet o that most  interesting
period of life, when young people
court. and marry, they enforced the
severest and most stolea! restraints,
The knotted lash which « e monk fre-
quently had laid wpoun his bare back
aull Jimbs to give Lis thonizhits a wore
benvenly bent, was no greater indual-
gence in aseeticlsm I.hr.ln the loreed
suppression of a yuuny wirls feelings
which the Indizos required, In mat-
Lers relating 1o courtship and  mar-
rigee the hiwln,r tribes of the abori-

mal. The narration by Sarah Winne-
muces of how Indian waidens were
wooued and won in the Piute Nation
shows Lhe strictness of that people In
regard to the mingling of the sexes.
